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TITLE:  
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation  to the creation of a database to track the expenditure of funds in connection with recovery efforts in the wake of Hurricane Sandy.
I. Introduction
On November 15, 2013, the Committee on Finance, chaired by Council Member Domenic M. Recchia, Jr. will hold a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 1040-A, a bill to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the creation of a database to track the expenditure of funds in connection with recovery efforts in the wake of Hurricane Sandy.
II. Background 

On the evening of Monday, October 29, 2012, Hurricane Sandy brought a catastrophic and unprecedented storm surge of epic proportions along the East Coast, particularly in New York City where thousands of New Yorkers experienced power outages, massive flooding, and extensive property damage, including flooding, collapsed roofs, and other extensive structural property damage, which in hundreds of cases, resulted in complete property loss.
  Although Hurricane Sandy effectively left the city on October 30, 2012, the effects of Hurricane still remain.
The devastation caused by Hurricane Sandy resulted in severe financial hardship and economic loss to New York City.  In order to address the severe losses suffered by individuals and businesses, on Tuesday, January 29, 2013,  President Barack Obama signed into law the Disaster Relief Appropriations Act, 2013 (hereinafter referred to as the “Sandy Relief Act”), which provides funding to support emergency response and recovery for states and communities affected by Hurricane Sandy.
 Major programs funded by the Sandy Relief Act that will reimburse state and local governments to rebuild impacted public facilities (such as a roads, bridges, hospitals, and public transit) include the Disaster Relief Fund (“DRF”) administered by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), and the Community Development Fund administered by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”). 
A. FEMA AID
The Stafford Act authorizes the President to declare a major disaster and makes funds available to state and local governments to help them respond to, and recover from, a catastrophe.
 FEMA administers most of the authority that the statute grants to the President. Funding is made available through Congressional appropriations made to the DRF. In particular, DRF funds can be disbursed through several Stafford Act programs, two of which have potential to be used to adapt public facilities: (1) the Public Assistance (PA) program which, among other things, reimburses state and local governments for the long-term rebuilding of public facilities, and (2) the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP), which provides funding for state and local governments following a disaster to undertake projects to mitigate future damage. FEMA’s cost-share PA program reimburses 90 percent of eligible costs. The remaining 10 percent comes from nonfederal funds. The state forwards the federal reimbursement to the eligible local governments or organizations that incurred costs. Through the Sandy Relief Act, Congress appropriated approximately $17 billion to the DRF.








 In New York State, to date, more than $2.1 billion in federal aid has been approved to reimburse state, local and tribal governments for Sandy-related response and recovery efforts after the devastating storm.
  
The largest single PA project to date is nearly $402 million to the New York City Department of Environmental Protection for the Rapid Repairs program, which allows survivors to remain in their storm-damaged homes while repairs are being made. The work also includes infrastructure repairs at the Rockaway, North River and other wastewater treatment plants, pump stations, drinking water facilities and sewers.
 Other major PA obligations in New York City include:
· Nearly $180 million to New York University Langone Medical Center for emergency work, including the evacuation of more than 250 patients, the restoration of critical services and facilities, the removal and disposal of asbestos-containing materials and wastewater, debris and mold, repairs, and replacement of its information technology network.

· $130 million to the New York City Health and Hospitals Corporation for emergency work, cleanup, temporary relocation, repairs and replacement of contents at various HHC facilities, including Coney Island Hospital;

· Nearly $128 million to the New York City Police Department for evacuations, search-and-rescue operations, distribution of critical equipment, door-to-door checks, the removal of fallen trees, traffic regulation and monitoring of fuel rationing during the gas shortage caused by Sandy; 
· More than $119 million to the New York City Department of Sanitation for debris removal; 
· More than $13 million to the New York City Fire Department for coordinating more than 500 swift-water boat rescues, conducting more than 1,000 evacuations, extinguishing fires, searching 3,100 homes and businesses during Hurricane Sandy’s immediate aftermath, and temporary generators for Manhattan fire stations.

B. Community Development Block Grants - DR(“CDBG-DR”)
Under the CDBG program, authorized by the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and administered by HUD, Congress can appropriate funds to finance state and local recovery efforts.
 As funds issued through block grants, state and local recipients (grantees) have tremendous discretion over the use of these funds.  The only requirement is that the funded activities meet three national priorities to: (1) benefit low- and moderate-income families; (2) aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight; or (3) meet other community development needs having a particular urgency because existing conditions pose a serious and immediate threat to the health or welfare of the community.
  It is under the third priority that Congress has funded the CDBG-DR program to support disaster relief.






In the Sandy Relief Act, Congress appropriated $16 billion ($15.18 billion after the sequester)
 to the CDBG program for necessary expenses related to disaster relief, long-term recovery, restoration of infrastructure and housing, and economic revitalization in the most impacted and distressed areas.”
  These non-competitive, non-recurring Disaster Recovery grants (CDBG-DR) are provided based on a formula that considers disaster recovery needs unmet by other Federal disaster assistance programs, and can be used to supplement FEMA assistance.
 
To be eligible for CDBG-DR funds, the Sandy Relief Act requires each state or local grantee to submit an “action plan” for using the funds to the HUD Secretary for approval.
 The plan must demonstrate how the intended use of the funds will address the “long-term recovery, restoration of infrastructure and housing, and economic revitalization in the most impacted and distressed areas.
 Fifty percent of the funds must be used to support activities benefitting persons of low or moderate income, unless the Secretary waives this requirement based upon a finding of compelling need to further reduce the percentage requirement.
 

To date, the City has received $1.77 billion in CDBG-DR funds. 
  The City's CDBG-DR Action Plan, which was approved by HUD on May 7, 2013 (since the initial approval there have been four amendments to the Action Plan), details how the City plans to spend the grant to help New Yorkers rebuild their homes, businesses, and communities and addresses housing, business, infrastructure, and resiliency programs.

 Tracking the Money
Since Hurricane Sandy, there has been a myriad of on-line data resources providing information relating to Sandy recovery efforts to allow the public to gain a better understanding of how and where the federal money appropriated through Congress for Sandy relief, or other funding sources, is being spent. However, many of the information from the more trusted and reliable sources, such as FEMA, and the New York State Office of the Governor, only provide allocation information on the Federal or State level, and do not provide detailed information to allow a resident of a locality to track where or how such funds are being spent in their community. Additionally, the information provided by the Federal and State government do not offer information received from other funding sources on the local level, nor do they offer meaningful information relating to the contractor who is in receipt of the funds to provide services to local community on behalf of the City, scope of work for a project, contract cost, the number of jobs created or maintained as a result of the publicly-funded project, or the type of job and pay associated with such job.
A. New Jersey’s “Sandy Tracker”
On February, 8, 2013, New Jersey State Governor Chris Christie, signed Executive Order No. 125, which required specific information concerning the allocation and expenditure of federal disaster relief funds to be posted on an appropriate website of the State.
 The following month, the Sandy Transparency Portal was created to provide public access to all State contracts for the allocation and expenditure of federal disaster relief funds, including contract vendor information. Among other things, the portal lists the available federal funding streams, funding criteria, a mechanism to track the federal funding allotment of disaster relief funds in New Jersey, provides contractor vendor information, and contract details. The website also allows the user to search appropriations by agency, county, and municipality. According to the Executive Order, the website was created to “ensure the integrity and accountability of all federal reconstruction resources received and distributed by the State to respond to and recover from the severe damage caused by Sandy”.

B. NYC Stat Stimulus Tracker
To respond to the financial crisis in 2008, President Barack Obama signed into law the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), commonly referred to as the “Recovery Act” or “Stimulus Package” on February 17, 2009.
  According to the United State government’s official website regarding the Recovery Act spending, www.Recovery.Gov, the 3 immediate goals of the Recovery Act were to create new jobs and  maintain existing ones; spur economic activity and invest in long-term growth; and foster accountability and transparency in government spending. 
 These goals were achieved by providing an initial appropriation of $787 billion in tax cuts and benefits, funding for entitlement programs such as unemployment benefits, and funding for federal contract, grants, and loans.
 





The following month, the New York City Mayor's Office of Operations and the New York City Department of Information Technology and Telecommunications created the NYCStat Stimulus Tracker, an online database to help the public track federal stimulus funds appropriated to, and used by, New York City.
 








Not only was the Stimulus Tracker created rapidly, the Stimulus Tracker allowed New Yorkers to track the city's use of federal stimulus/recovery funds through interactive features and easy-to-read charts and graphs at project, contract, and payment levels.
 The tracker provided a funding summary, which gave an overview of all stimulus dollars allocated to date; funding details, which provided detailed information about projects and programs in each major category of stimulus funding; and the number of jobs created and maintained as a result of the Stimulus funding.
 New Yorkers were also to view projects occurring in locations throughout the city through the use of mapping technologies.
 Specifically, the Tracker allowed the user to:
· see how funding sources are distributed to building projects and other city programs; 

· view contract and vendor information by project instead of just at the award level;

·  view payments down to date, amount, and vendor by project instead of just at the award level;

·  track key performance measurements, such as jobs created; and

· drill down to see details of projects such as start and end dates and learn how these projects are helping the city; and view an interactive map of project and program locations.

The Stimulus Tracker, like the New Jersey Sandy Tracker, allowed the public and government officials, to follow federal funding progress at project, contract, and payment levels and tied public outcomes to money spent. It is the goal of the City Council to establish a similar mechanism for funds provided to New York City as a result of Hurricane Sandy.

IV. Proposed Int. 1040-A
Proposed Int. 1040-A seeks to deliver public-sector value by focusing on transparency, accessibility of information, and accountability of the way in which Sandy funds are used to ensure the integrity of each contract recipient, and the ability to track key performance measurements, such as jobs created and maintained. 
Legislative Provisions of Proposed Int. 1040-A

A. Requires the City to establish a searchable online database that would include summaries of the administration of Hurricane Sandy funds (defined as local, state, or federal funds in excess of $100,000 provided to a recipient to recover or rebuild from Hurricane Sandy).
  The bill also requires the database to include the following information:

1. For each Hurricane Sandy funded project (defined as any construction, services, or programs, paid for, in whole or in part, with any Hurricane Sandy funds):
a.  the name of the contractor, and subcontractor if known;
b. a detailed description of the Hurricane Sandy funded project, including, but not limited to, the physical address, block and lot numbers, estimated dates of start and completion; 

c.  purpose of the project in relation to the City's recovery and rebuilding efforts; the value and type of funding provided, including but not limited to grants, loans, contracts, or other such forms of financial assistance, the total number of jobs at the time of award of Hurricane Sandy funds; and

d. the total number of additional jobs to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project
;

2.  For each executed contract associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, including, but not limited to:

a. the name of the contract vendor;
b. contract identification number;

c. the purpose of the contract;

d. original contract value in dollars;

e.  revised contract value in dollars, if applicable;

f. whether the bid was subject to public bidding;

g. original contract start and end date;

h. revised contract and end date, if applicable;

i. contract status;

j. information on the contract recipient’s qualification for receipt of Hurricane Sandy funds for a Hurricane Sandy funded project; and 

k. the total number and type of jobs to be expected to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project.

3. For each grant issuance associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, including, but not limited to:

a.  vendor name;

b. the purpose of the grant;

c. the grant award amount;

d. whether the grant was subject to a selective award process and the nature of that process; 

e. grant name;

f.  award status;

g. information on the grant recipient’s qualification for receipt of Hurricane Sandy funds for a Hurricane Sandy funded project; and 

h. the total number and type of jobs to be expected to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project.

B. The bill also requires the database to provide extensive information relating to job creation and retention. The bill requires the database to include:

1.  the total number of jobs at the time of award of Hurricane Sandy funds and the total number of additional jobs to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project, including the number of permanent full-time employees, the number of temporary full-time employees, the number of permanent part-time employees, the number of temporary part-time employees, and the total number of contract employees
; 

2. the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning up to twenty thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than twenty thousand dollars per year up to thirty-five thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than thirty-five thousand dollars per year up to fifty thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than fifty thousand dollars per year;

3. the percentage of full-time employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects and the percentage of part-time employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects to whom their employers offer health benefits;

4. the borough of residence of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects and the borough location of the Hurricane Sandy funded project on which the employee is employed, except that where the number of employees from one borough is between one and five, the number of employees shall be replaced with a symbol;
 

5. whether the recipient has ever been found by a court or a government agency to have violated federal, state or local laws relating to occupational safety and health, unemployment, workers compensation, employee misclassification, employment discrimination, employment disability, or other labor laws;
 

6. whether the recipient participates in a union construction apprenticeship program and/or other local workforce development program, and, if any, the names of such programs;
 

7. whether the Hurricane Sandy funded project is subject to and in compliance with federal, state or local prevailing wage laws;

8. whether the Hurricane Sandy funded project is subject to and in compliance with Section 3 of the Housing & Urban Development Act of 1968
; and

9. a list of all contractors, and subcontractors performing work on the Hurricane Sandy funded project.

C. The bill also requires the database to be updated on monthly basis, provided however, the City shall update such database within ten days of receipt of information concerning the award of a contract or grant primarily associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, or disbursement of Hurricane Sandy funding.

D. The bill also prohibits any information contained on the website to be used to distribute information which, if disclosed, would jeopardize compliance with local, state or federal law, threaten public health, welfare, or safety, or harm the competitive economic position of a party.

E. The bill includes a severability clause to allow the remaining portions of the bill to remain in effect in any portion of the bill is to be adjudged by any court to competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional.

F. The bill will take effect 90 days after enactment.

V. November 15, 2013
Today’s hearing will be the first hearing on Proposed Int. 1040, a bill to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the creation of a database to track the expenditure of funds in connection with recovery efforts in the wake of Hurricane Sandy. A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the creation of a database to track the expenditure of funds in connection with recovery efforts in the wake of Hurricane Sandy.

 

 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section       1.  Title 6 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 6-138 to read as follows:

§6-138.  Reporting on the expenditure of Hurricane Sandy funds.  
a.  Definitions.  For purposes of this section, the following terms shall have the following meanings:
(1)  "Hurricane Sandy funds" means any local, state, or federal funds in excess of one hundred thousand dollars provided to a recipient to recover or rebuild from Hurricane Sandy, including, but not limited to, funding appropriated by H.R. 152 of 2013, the Hurricane Sandy Emergency Supplemental Appropriations bill.
(2)  "Hurricane Sandy funded projects" means any construction, services, or programs, paid for, in whole or in part, with any Hurricane Sandy funds.
(3)  "Recipient" means any person or entity, including any individual, sole proprietorship, partnership, association, joint venture, limited liability company, corporation or any other form of doing business, awarded Hurricane Sandy funds.  
b.  The City shall establish and maintain a public online searchable database on the website of the City of New York that shall include summaries of the administration of Hurricane Sandy funds. Such database, which shall be available in a non-proprietary format , shall include the following information, sortable by borough and agency: 
(1) For Hurricane Sandy funded projects for construction, the name of the contractor, and subcontractor if known, a detailed description of the Hurricane Sandy funded project, including, but not limited to, the physical address, block and lot numbers, estimated dates of start and completion, and purpose of the project in relation to the City's recovery and rebuilding efforts, the value and type of funding provided, including but not limited to grants, loans, contracts, or other such forms of financial assistance, the total number of jobs at the time of award of Hurricane Sandy funds, and the total number of additional jobs to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project;

(2) For each executed contract associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, including, but not limited to, the name of the contract vendor, contract identification number, the purpose of the contract, original contract value in dollars, revised contract value in dollars, if applicable, whether the bid was subject to public bidding, original contract start and end date, revised contract and end date, if applicable, contract status, information on the contract recipient’s qualification for receipt of Hurricane Sandy funds for a Hurricane Sandy funded project, and the total number and type of jobs to be expected to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project; and

(3) For each grant issuance associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, including, but not limited to, vendor name, the purpose of the grant, the grant award amount, whether the grant was subject to a selective award process and the nature of that process, grant name, award status, information on the grant recipient’s qualification for receipt of Hurricane Sandy funds for a Hurricane Sandy funded project, and the total number and type of jobs to be expected to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project; 

c.  In addition to the provisions of subdivision b of this section, the website shall also include:

(1)  the total number of jobs at the time of award of Hurricane Sandy funds and the total number of additional jobs to be created and retained over the life of the Hurricane Sandy funded project, including the number of permanent full-time employees, the number of temporary full-time employees, the number of permanent part-time employees, the number of temporary part-time employees, and the total number of contract employees; 
(2)  the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning up to twenty thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than twenty thousand dollars per year up to thirty-five thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than thirty-five thousand dollars per year up to fifty thousand dollars per year; the percentage of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects earning more than fifty thousand dollars per year;
(3)  the percentage of full-time employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects and the percentage of part-time employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects to whom their employers offer health benefits;
(4)  the borough of residence of employees on Hurricane Sandy funded projects and the borough location of the Hurricane Sandy funded project on which the employee is employed, except that where the number of employees from one borough is between one and five, the number of employees shall be replaced with a symbol; 
(5)   whether the recipient has ever been found by a court or a government agency to have violated federal, state or local laws relating to occupational safety and health, unemployment, workers compensation, employee misclassification, employment discrimination, employment disability, or other labor laws; 
 (6)   whether the recipient participates in a union construction apprenticeship program and/or other local workforce development program, and, if any, the names of such programs; 
(7) whether the Hurricane Sandy funded project is subject to and in compliance with federal, state or local prevailing wage laws;
(8)   whether the Hurricane Sandy funded project is subject to and in compliance with Section 3 of the Housing & Urban Development Act of 1968; and
(9)  a list of all contractors, and subcontractors performing work on the Hurricane Sandy funded project.
d. Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, the website required pursuant to this section shall not be used to distribute information which, if disclosed, would jeopardize compliance with local, state or federal law, threaten public health, welfare, or safety, or harm the competitive economic position of a party.

e. The public online database prescribed in subdivision b of this section shall be updated on a monthly basis, provided however, the City shall update such database within ten days of receipt of information concerning the award of a contract or grant primarily associated with Hurricane Sandy funding, or disbursement of Hurricane Sandy funding. 

§2. If any provision of this local law or the application thereof shall for any reason be adjudged by any court to competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such judgment shall not effect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this local law.  

§3. This local law shall take effect 90 days after its enactment into law, provided, however, that city agencies, officers and employees, including but not limited to the city chief procurement officer, shall take such actions as are necessary for its implementation prior to such effective date.
