	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating a plan to promote the use of clean air and accessible taxicabs and for-hire vehicles.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend Section 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York by requiring that the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) approve one or more hybrid electric vehicle models, that would be eligible for immediate use by current and future medallion owners, as a taxicab within ninety days after the enactment of this legislation. 

Secondly, the bill would require that the TLC develop and approve a plan to significantly increase the number of clean air and accessible vehicles in the city of New York, no later than one hundred eighty days after the effective date of this law. 

Also, the legislation would require that the TLC conduct or participate in at least one informational workshop regarding clean air and accessible vehicles in each of the two calendar years following the development and approval of the above plan, establish of a web page or modify its existing website to make available information regarding clean air and accessible vehicles in addition to conducting annual review of the plan to determine, among other things, if the plan has helped to increase the number of clean air and accessible vehicles and whether scheduled milestones and goals have been met. 



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect immediately after it is enacted into law.
