SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 205-A would require the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection to conduct outreach and education about fraudulent schemes committed by providers of immigration legal services. This bill would require the outreach to include information about common fraudulent schemes and how to avoid them and to be conducted through specific media, including television, internet, radio, print, subway advertisements, and LinkNYC kiosks. Outreach materials would also be distributed in public places. The bill would also require the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection to report annually on its outreach and education efforts.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be a need for an additional $400,000 annually for OTPS costs to conduct the public education campaign.  The Council’s estimate differs from OMB’s estimate which assumes the need to hire four additional staff to meet the requirements of this legislation. The agency currently has unfilled positions that, if filled, could perform the functions necessary to carry out this legislation.  Due to the effective date of the law, Fiscal 2026 is prorated.
