SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 77-A would reform the current system under which former city employees and public servants are allowed to lobby city government after they have left city service. Under this bill, several former agency heads and employees of the Mayor’s Office, including the Chief of Staff to the Mayor, Deputy Chief of Staff to the Mayor, Chief Counsel to the Mayor, Chief Advisor to the Mayor, Senior Advisor to the Mayor, Director of Intergovernmental Affairs, Communications Director, Press Secretary, and any public servant who directly reports to the mayor would be barred from lobbying any city agency for two years. This bill would also bar Chiefs of Staff to a Deputy Mayor and Deputy Chiefs of Staff to the Mayor from lobbying any agency for one year. 
 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 90 days after becoming law; provided, however, that the amendments this bill would make to section 2604 of the New York City charter would only apply to public servants, as that term is defined in section 2601 of the New York City charter, who leave service with the city after such date

No. 77-A, will be considered by the Committee at a hearing on January 23, 2025. Upon majority affirmative vote by the Committee, Int.
