Title: A Local Law to amend the New York City charter in relation to requiring the chancellor of the city school district to submit to the Council quarterly reports on the status of all school capital projects.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation specifies that the newly-created Department of Education provide detailed updates on school capital projects to the City Council, much like other mayoral agencies are already required to do. The requirement to quarterly update the Council would compel the Department of Education to accurately and regularly track the status of capital projects, something which seldom happened under the old Board of Education. Under this legislation, the chancellor of the Department of Education would provide the Council with an itemized statement covering the status of each school capital project, including: the original and current estimated cost of the project; the projected start date of each phase of the project (scope, design and construction); the total appropriation for the project; the amount expended by the last day of preceding fiscal quarter; and a clear explanation for any delays over 60 days or cost overruns of more than ten percent of total project budget. The legislation also requires the chancellor to provide electronic notification to the Council within thirty days of learning of any such delays or cost overruns. Finally the legislation requires the Office of Management and Budget to immediately notify the Council upon issuing a certificate to proceed for each school capital project. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
