This bill would require owners of certain residential buildings to provide annual reports to the Department of Housing Preservation and Development regarding past bedbug infestations occurring in those buildings. The bill also would require owners to annually provide each tenant with information on bedbug infestations that have occurred in the tenant’s building, as well as information on the prevention, detection and removal of bedbug infestations.
