SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 13-A would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to install illuminated, solar-powered traffic control devices at no fewer than 200 crosswalks by December 31, 2031, with 40 of such installations required by December 31, 2027, subject to limited exceptions. DOT would be required to submit an annual report regarding the installations completed during the preceding calendar year. The bill would also require DOT to study the efficacy of the devices installed and the potential for further installations.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on the City’s revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the enactment of this legislation would require an additional $20,000 per year for Other Than Personal Service (OTPS) costs. This estimate assumes that DOT would install an average of 40 solar-powered traffic control devices annually, to meet the minimum requirement of the legislation, at an average cost of $500 for each device. Additionally, there would be a one-time OTPS cost of $500,000 for the required study. DOT would maintain each installation, as well as complete and submit the five annual reports required by this legislation starting in Fiscal 2028 with existing resources.
