INTRODUCTION

The Committee on Parks and Recreation will hold a hearing on October 23, 2008, to consider Int. No. 500, 608, 776 and 815 which, combined, permanently changes the names of fourteen (14) thoroughfares in the Borough of Queens and Manhattan and change the New York City map accordingly.  This is the second hearing on these Intros, the first having been held on Monday, October 20, 2008.

Int. No. 500 permanently changes the name 38th Road between Douglaston Parkway and Douglas Road to Hillside Avenue, Douglas Road/ Marinette Street between Hillside Avenue and West Drive to Douglas Road, 38th Drive between Circle Road and Cherry Street to Little Neck Road, 39th Avenue between Douglaston Parkway and Little Neck Road to Cherry Street, 40th Avenue between Douglaston Parkway and Circle Road to Willow Street, 141st Street between the intersection of Center Drive and Point Crescent to the intersection of 141st Street and Boulevard to Boulevard in the Borough of Queens, names that they have historically had and are commonly referred to, and amends the New York City Map accordingly .  The bill is supported by the Douglaston Little Neck Historical Society and Community Board 7 in Queens.
