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          2                 We're here today specifically to

          3  honor Wagner College with a proclamation we'll say,

          4  because it's been named as the number one most

          5  beautiful campus in the country by Princeton Review

          6  Magazine. But it's also a place that has really

          7  become sort of the education spine, if you will,

          8  backbone of Staten Island, and it truly is the most

          9  beautiful campus that I have ever been to, and as I

         10  mentioned to you earlier, Mr. Speaker, my parents'

         11  house actually abuts the property line to Wagner

         12  College so I, in fact, grew up on Wagner College and

         13  I'm also an honorary member of the Delta New

         14  Fraternity, which I have to say.

         15                 But there has been a great

         16  renaissance at the school, and that renaissance

         17  speaks well, not only for the education of its

         18  students, but for the vibrancy of the community of

         19  Staten Island. And we're joined today by Dr. Richard

         20  Gorassi, who is himself a man of incredible

         21  accomplishments in the world of academia, serving as

         22  the provost of Wagner and now as the President, but

         23  he's also one of the most community minded people

         24  I've ever met. So, if anyone says all college

         25  presidents sit in their ivy-lofty towers, are not
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          2  concerned with the community, you can point to Dr.

          3  Richard Gorassi who is a man who is concerned about

          4  the community so much.

          5                 So, I know my colleagues want to say

          6  a word. Andrew, who just came in from the rain.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Yes. I just

          8  want to join my colleagues here and congratulate

          9  you. Certainly Wagner is important and wonderful, an

          2                 We're going to take a quick recess,

          4                 Speaker Miller, your floor.

          5                 SPEAKER MILLER: Thank you, Majority

          6  Leader Rivera.

          7                 I'm looking for Derek McCall.

          8                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Is Derek

          9  McCall here? Yes.

         10                 SPEAKER MILLER: It's being framed as

         11  we speak.

         12                 My friends and colleagues, we have a

         13  great New Yorker who is with us today who we're

         14  honoring for his many years of service to our City.

         15                 Arnie Segarra. Arnie, please come up.

         16                 You know, they say you can tell a lot

         17  about a man by who he walks with. We asked two other

         18  great New Yorkers that are here. Of course, the

         19  Comptroller Bill Thompson, and our Mayor, Mayor

         20  David Dinkins, who is here today. Mr. Mayor, please,

         21  will you come up as well?

         22                 It turns out Arnie's name is really

         23  Arnaldo.

         24                 Arnie, we are so proud of you and of

         25  all you've done for this great City, and we wanted
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          2  to take this opportunity to thank you for your many

          3  years of service, and we're going to hear -- well,

          4  let's give an opportunity, of course, before we hear

          5  the clerk read the proclamation to our Mayor, Mayor

          6  Dinkins, to say a few words, Mr. Mayor.

          7                 MAYOR DINKINS: Thank you. Thank you,

         21  Comptroller here, Bill Thompson.

         22                 Bill, would you like to say a few

         23  words?

         24                 COMPTROLLER THOMPSON: Thank you, Mr.

         25  Speaker. It is a pleasure to be here. Arnie has let
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          2  me work for him for the last three years. And I

          3  think, you know, there are people that you meet in

          4  life you can't say enough about. Arnie is a classy

          5  individual. He is an incredibly loyal person. He is

          6  part of this City, and he has touched thousands and

          7  thousands of lives.

          8                 So, Arnie, I will miss you. I know

          9  this is just a little bit of the outpouring of the

         10  lives that you've touched and the people that

         11  respect you.

         12                 Congratulations, my friend.

         13                 SPEAKER MILLER: I also want to give

         14  my colleague, Council Member Gerson, who is one of

         15  the prime movers behind this effort, an opportunity

         16  to say a few words. Council Member Gerson.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Mr. Speaker, I

         18  just want to note that one champion attracts another

         19  and here to honor our champion Arnie. We are joined

         20  by boxing champion Jose Torres, Arnie's friend and

         21  neighbor.

         22                 You know, I know I speak for all of

         23  us when I say, Arnie, we know with you it's not

         24  retirement but it will be refirement. Thank you for

         25  being a friend and a role model to so many of us and
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          2  I'll see you at Joe Junior's Coffee Shop.

          3                 SPEAKER MILLER: All right. At this

          4  point if we could ask the clerk to read the

          5  proclamation.

          6                 CITY CLERK ROBLES: The Council, City

          7  of New York, proclamation.

          8                 Whereas: The Council of the City of

          9  New York is pleased and proud to honor Arnie

         10  Segarra, a longtime and dedicated servant of the

         11  City and People of New York City will be retiring at

         12  the end of 2004; and

         13                 Whereas: The career of Arnaldo

         14  Segarra is legendary, having spanned many

         15  administrations and including service in a diverse

         16  set of offices, including working for Mayor John

         17  Lindsay as his Special Assistant for Puerto Rican

         18  Affairs in 1967, helping create the Office of

         19  Hispanic Affairs for the Democratic National

         20  Committee, serving on the transition team for

         21  President Jimmy Carter, helping elect his dear

         22  friend David Dinkins as Manhattan Borough President

         24  Fernando Ferrer and ending his career as an integral

         25  part of the staff for NYC Comptroller William C.
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          2  Thompson, Jr.; and

          3                 Whereas: Arnie, a native of East

          4  Harlem and a longtime activist throughout the

          5  borough of Manhattan and the city, exemplifies the

          6  work ethic and dedication that make New York City

          7  great and has set high standards for public service,

          8  making innumerable friends in the process and

          9  motivating many young activists to strive to emulate

         10  him; and

         11                 Now, therefore, be it resolved that

         12  the City Council of New York City does hereby

         13  commend, recognize and salute Arnaldo Segarra for

         14  his years of service, his devotion to the City of

         15  New York and his vision for a brighter future for

         16  all of us.

         23                 SPEAKER MILLER: Arnie,

         24  congratulations.

         25                 We love you. We admire you. We
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          2  respect you. We would say we were planning to miss

          3  you if we didn't know you were not going anywhere.

          4  So we are so thrilled that all of us have this

          5  opportunity to pay tribute to you for your

          6  extraordinary service to our City, and we would be

          7  honored if you would say a few words.

          8                 MR. SEGARRA: I was talking about our

          9  jump shots back in the 19 -- was it, well we'll

         10  leave that.

         11                 As many of you know, I'm not a public

         12  speaker. I do advance work and I usually tell the

         13  candidate or work with the candidates or principals

         14  and say, acknowledge so and so, and somebody's

         15  birthday, and this. But I would always say to many

         16  people who just stopped me in the street, you know,

         17  and were very negative about politics, I'd say, you

         18  know, there are hard-working elected officials in

         19  this City, and I got to see that up front and close,

         20  the hours that you all put in. And I sometimes hope

         21  there is a way of programming that and showing it to

         22  a lot of people. As I look around, I see what a very

         23  dear friend of mine called the "great mosaic." I

         24  mean, it is a beautiful sight from here, and whether

         25  it's gay, lesbian, transgender, African-American,
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          2  Latino, I mean you are the future of the City.

          3                 My great friend, David Dinkins, I

          4  mean I know you like a dad. We met back in 1968. And

          5  I remember when David got elected to Borough

          6  President, he went around throughout the City as he

          7  was Borough President and as Mayor, and after he was

          8  elected someone walked up to him and said, what's

          9  your position on housing and health care, and he

         10  gave the position. It was 7:30 in the morning. It

         11  was the very first day we walked into City Hall, and

         12  Dave gave his positions. You know, he was a member

         13  of the Board of Estimate back then. And they said,

         14  we didn't know that. And Dave said, well, that's

         15  always been my position, but now you're aware of it

          7                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Petitions and

          8  Communications.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: None.

         10                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Land Use

         11  Call-Ups.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: None.

         13                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Communication

         14  from the Speaker.

         15                 SPEAKER MILLER: My colleagues, today

         16  we are doing several important pieces of

         17  legislation, the most important of which is we are

         18  overriding the Mayor's veto of the School Nurses'

         19  Legislation.

         20                 This is a simple matter. Kids either

         21  deserve nurses or they don't. It's not a matter of

         22  some kids deserving nurses, and if we're going to

         23  support it at Fiscal '02 levels, that's the kind of

         24  gobbily-gook government talk that means nothing to

         25  children, and it means nothing to parents.
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          2                 What it is is that every child

          3  deserves a nurse, every child in the public school,

          4  and every child in non-public schools.

          5                 This is the right thing to do, and I

          6  thank my colleagues for their support in sending

          7  that very clear message that we will indeed put

          8  children first in actions and not just in words.

          9                 We also are passing legislation to

         10  mandate minimal levels of service for the Staten

         11  Island Ferry, because, unfortunately, it hasn't been

         12  provided for too long, and there ought to be a

         13  minimum standard so that working people, when

         14  they're trying to go home late at night, know there

         15  will be a ferry there to take them home. It's just

         16  that simple.

         17                 So, I thank my colleagues for their

         18  support of that legislation, as well as the other

         19  items that are on the schedule today, and I

         20  recommend a yes vote on all the matters before us

         21  today.

         22                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Discussion of

         23  General Orders.

         24                 Council Member Jackson.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you,
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          2  Mr. Chair.

          3                 I rise under the general orders of

          4  the intro that we're going to approve today renaming

          5  streets and avenues after individuals that we so

          6  honor.

          7                 In this particular case, I rise to

          8  pay tribute to John Patrick Burnside. He was an FDNY

          9  firefighter that perished in the Trade Center, and

         10  his parents are here along with their friends and

         11  support network. And I'm going to ask Elizabeth and

         12  William Burnside to please stand.

         13                 And this is a part of the healing

         14  process for them.

         15                 Now, Mr. Burnside worked for several

         16  years at NYPD before joining the FDNY and he leaves

         17  behind a twin brother, a sister and other relatives.

         18                 Also today I rise in order to pay

         19  tribute to Arlington "Ollie" Edinboro, who was an

         20  inspiration for hundreds and hundreds of individuals

         21  in the Harlem community, over 40 years of service

         22  helping the Department of Parks and Recreation. Left

         23  a lasting impact with generations of children. And

         24  we have Nathan White, Darren Bernette and Durell

         25  Hicks from the Ollie Edinboro Community
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          2  Organization. We will be honoring a park after him.

          3                 And also I have the Inwood Heroes of

          4  9/11, over 20 young men perished in the Trade

          5  Center, FDNY, Fire Department, Police Department and

          6  also regular people of the community.

          7                 And the two individuals that are

          8  here, in order to help us with that, is the

          9  co-chairs Joe Leperfedo, Janine Lebaux. And I'd like

         10  for you to give them a hand. Thank you very much.

         11                 Thank you, Mr. Chair.

         12                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

         13  Member Martinez.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Thank you.

         15                 I also rise to speak on behalf on the

         16  resolution which we'll be approving, street naming.

         17  Two in my district, particularly two heroes of the

         18  Northern Manhattan Community. One is a gentleman who

         19  dedicated his life to improving the quality of life

         20  in our community. He volunteered his time to patrol

         21  our streets and to ensure that we had safer streets

         22  in our community. As a result of his effort, his

         23  volunteering in our community, we could say that

         24  crime rate in Washington Heights and Inwood

         25  dramatically decreased.
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          2                 I rise to honor the memory of Joe

          3  English, who we have here, Michael Huche, who is

          4  representing the honoree that we will be honoring in

          5  our community, Joe English, a member of the Inwood

          6  Patrol.

          7                 Also, I rise to commemorate and honor

          8  the memory of Donald McIntyre, a fallen hero. A

          9  member of the New York City Port Authority who lost

         10  his life and today we are going to be honoring him

         11  in the New York City Council, forever placing his

         12  name in the corner of the street where he lived for

         13  many years. And we have his sister, Jenny LeBroux,

         14  who is here also, accompanying, to honor his memory.

         15                 Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

         16                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

         17  Member McMahon.

         18                 I'd like to also state that today

         19  seems to be McMahon Day in the City Council.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: And that is a

         21  very good day, and I want to thank you for that.

         22                 I want to speak on 94-A, if I can at

         23  this time, the Ferry Bill.

         24                 What the Empire State Building is to

         25  Manhattan, the Brooklyn Bridge to Brooklyn, Yankee
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          2  Stadium to the Bronx or Flushing Meadow with the

          3  World's Fair to Queens, the ferry is to Staten

          4  Island. It is the icon for our borough, the symbol

          5  for Staten Island's uniqueness as an island,

          6  separate and apart, and yet connected.

          7                 Like Staten Islanders, it's a little

          8  gawdy at times, but very graceful. Strong, plucky

          9  and reliable. A working man's vessel that brings

         10  working people from their homes and their jobs. And

         11  just as Staten Island is described as New York's

         12  heartland, the ferry is Staten Island's heart, and

         13  we all know that that heart was so badly broken last

         14  October.

         15                 But as we agreed for those who were

         16  injured or killed, we resolve to renew our

         17  commitment to this majestic, yet simple service.

         18                 The Administration has addressed

         19  safety, but service has suffered.

         20                 With this bill, we guarantee service

         21  and protect it from the future budget cut.

         22                 Mr. Speaker, you have elevated this

         23  ferry from a local issue to a Citywide priority. I

         24  thank you, and I thank John Liu and Eric Gioia for

         25  using their committees, and, you know, spending
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          2  their time to help the people of Staten Island and

          3  the commuters when they could have been in Queens

          4  helping other people.

          5                 Staten Island is no longer the

          6  forgotten borough, at least for today. This is our

          7  time. And to those health workers, building

          8  cleaners, restaurant workers, and students who have

          9  to wait internibly in the wretched terminal, we say

         10  this is your time.

         11                 I thank you, and I just want to point

         12  out to my colleagues that Ms. Tamara Cruz is here.

         13  She's a leader of the Staten Island Ferry Campaign,

         14  and I want to just acknowledge her because she's

         15  someone who has led this fight for more than ten

         16  years.

         17                 On behalf of all of Staten Island, I

         18  ask all my colleagues for their vote today.

         19                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         20  very much, Council member.

         21                 Council Member Gerson.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Thank you, Mr.

         23  Chair.

         24                 As the Council member representing

         25  the other side of the harbor where the Staten Island
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          2  Ferry docks, I want to rise and support also Intro.

          3  94-A. Council Member McMahon's eloquent words speak

          4  for themselves, but I want to assure the Council

          5  member and my colleague that the Staten Island Ferry

          6  is beloved to all of us from the other boroughs, and

          7  as one who grew up in the City, have many a fond

          8  moment taking the extraordinary New York excursion

          9  on the Staten Island Ferry.

         10                 So, I join with you, and I thank you

         11  on behalf of all of us for seeing to it that we

         12  expand service to where it should be.

         13                 I need to add one word of caution or

         14  hope as we go forward.

         15                 The Staten Island Ferry, along with

         16  many ferries, remains one of the worst diesel

         17  polluters in our City and in our harbor. So as the

         18  next step to making this a possible ferry service

         19  and best possible ferry City, we need to pass

         20  legislation to require the use of ultra low sulfur

         21  diesel fuel and retrofit technology to assure that

         22  everyone gets a healthy ride as we do an enjoyable

         23  ride on the ferry.

         24                 But I strongly support 94-A and I

         25  thank you. And finally, I support the override of
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          2  the Mayor's veto in support of Intro. 207-A. It's a

          3  shame we have to override a veto to assure nurses

          4  for all our children. We must do what we must do to

          5  assure and safeguard the help of every New York City

          6  child.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Councilwoman

          9  Lopez.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Yes. In the

         11  agenda today is the approval of the Jody Lane

         12  Street. Jody Lane was the woman that was killed by

         13  the electrical shock that happened in my district,

         14  and Jody Lane was the person who inspired the

         15  legislation that this body passed in regard of

         16  making sure that none anybody else would be dead on

         17  our street based on a stray voltage killing people.

         18                 I want to make everybody aware today

         19  that we're voting in naming the area where she

         20  tragically died, and that this Council is making a

         21  point to her memory in naming the street where she

         22  died totally unnecessary.

         23                 I want to thank the Council for

         24  passing that piece of legislation.

         25                 I also want to take advantage at this
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          2  moment to speak a little bit about the Staten Island

          3  Ferry in regard of accessibility for people with

          4  disability.

          5                 This body had a bill, a bill that

          6  will speak about making sure that the ferries are

          7  wheelchair accessible. The Staten Island Ferry is

          8  accessible in certain parts of it. It's not totally

          9  accessible. Hopefully one is retrofit by mandate of

         10  the federal government, but it is shameful that this

         11  body has not passed yet a bill that will make sure

         12  that people with disabilities will be able to

         13  transport themself in every ferry that is in this

         14  City.

         15                 We have over 40 sponsors in that

         16  bill, and that bill has not been passed yet. What

         17  are we waiting, City Council? What are we waiting?

         18                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         19  very much, Councilwoman.

         20                 We next have Councilwoman Clarke.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Thank you, Mr.

         22  Majority Leader.

         23                 I want to bring to the attention of

         24  my colleagues, as we go about co-naming

         25  thoroughfares in the City of New York, in the 40th
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          2  Council District we will be acknowledging the

          3  sacrifice made by a brave young man, Private First

          4  Class Rashan S. Johnson, who lost his life, gave his

          5  life for our nation in Mission Iraqi Freedom.

          6                 We will remember him in the 40th

          7  Council District in the City of New York for his

          8  bravery, and today I wanted to bring that to your

          9  attention, as well as we are coming to the close of

         10  the bicentennial year of the independence of the

         11  Nation of Haiti, and as fitting for the contribution

         12  of Haitian Americans to our City, I have joined with

         13  Council Member Kendall Stewart, and Council Member

         14  Letitia James, to co-name Nostrand Avenue in the

         15  community of Brooklyn, Toussaint Louverture

         16  Boulevard. This boulevard will run, co-named as

         17  Nostrand Avenue, from Eastern Parkway, all the way

         18  to Glenwood Road, encompassing three Council

         19  districts. So, when you come to our community, you

         20  will know of the contributions of a group who will

         21  come to our nation, have made wonderful strides and

         22  contribution, and to the name of Toussaint

         23  Louverture, one of the first freedom fighters, who

         24  was also instrumental in making sure that the United

         25  States obtained the Louisana territory and now with
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          2  the United States as we know it today.

          3                 Thank you very much, Mr. Majority

          4  Leader.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you very

          6  much, Councilwoman.

          7                 Council Member Yassky.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: Thank you.

          9                 I, too, rise in support of the Staten

         10  Island Ferry Bill, which, of course, is plucky, much

         11  like the Staten Island representatives themselves.

         12                 I just want to note, though, that we

         13  do really need to be demanding from, in particular,

         14  our Governor, that he get the Port Authority, which

         15  he co-chairs, to do for the ferry service in Queens

         16  and in Brooklyn what we are also doing in Staten

         17  Island.

         18                 And there is no reason that the

         19  waterways cannot be used to get people to work

         20  faster, cheaper and more easily than they are today,

         21  and I think that it's high time, as we see ferry

         22  service being cut back elsewhere, for the Governor

         23  to step up and make that a reality.

         24                 Thank you.

         25                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you
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          2  very much, Council member.

          3                 Council Member Dilan.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Yes, thank you,

          5  Mr. President Pro-Tem.

          6                 I, too, want to join my colleagues in

          7  acknowledging individuals by passing the

          8  Thoroughfare bill which will rename many of the City

          9  streets after exemplary New Yorkers.

         10                 I'll mention three that were very

         11  special to me. One was a former colleague in this

         12  body, Mr. James E. Davis, and Ms. Mary Pinkett, who

         13  was a pioneer for most African Americans, especially

         14  black women, when she joined the City Council.

         15                 And one last is someone who is very

         16  special to the people of the 37th Councilmanic

         17  District, Ms. Cesiah Toro Mullane. Cesiah served for

         18  some time as the Chief of Staff for State

         19  Assemblyman Thomas Catapano, and was a strong

         20  advocate for education in the Cypress Hills

         21  community. I know she worked very hard even up to

         22  her death to work to get, at least at my count, two

         23  new skilled schools built in the Cypress Hills area

         24  using her advocacy. And her presence in the

         25  neighborhood will surely be missed.
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          2                 She was also the president of the

          3  Cypress Hills Local Development Corporation and held

          4  monthly forums on many pertinent issues, whether

          5  it's crime, education, the condition in the streets,

          6  the cleanliness of our neighborhood. So, it's

          7  someone who did it all for the benefit of the

          8  community and not for a single ounce of personal

          9  gain, and the community of Cypress Hills will, you

         10  know, certainly felt her loss, and I'm very proud

         11  today to vote to change Adler Place to Ms. Cesiah

         12  Toro Mullane Way. Thank you.

         13                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         14  very much.

         15                 Councilwoman James.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Today we will

         17  be voting to rename part of Eastern Parkway as Mary

         18  Pinkett Avenue.

         19                 She served as President of the 15,000

         20  member Social Services Employees Union, Local 371,

         21  and Vice President of District Council 37.

         22                 Councilwoman Mary Pinkett was the

         23  first African-American woman elected to New York

         24  City Council. She was the first Chair of the City

         25  Council's newly-created Committee on Aging, and
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          2  later served as Chair of the Committee on

          3  Governmental Operations, and she was instrumental in

          4  casting the final vote with regards to term limits.

          5                 In addition to that, we'll be voting

          6  on the renaming of Washington Avenue, on behalf of

          7  the late James E. Davis.

          8                 As most of you know, James E. Davis

          9  was assassinated in this hall on July 23rd, 2003.

         10  James dedicated his life to stopping violence in

         11  Urban America, particularly violence in urban

         12  communities in New York City.

         13                 Councilman James Davis was a former

         14  member of the Correction Department, Department of

         15  Corrections, as well as our New York City Police

         16  Department, and upon graduation was assigned to the

         17  73rd Precinct in Brooklyn, later teaching social

         18  science as a certified New York State Instructor at

         19  the New York City Police Academy, and a Youth

         20  Officer at the 69th Precinct in Canarsie.

         21                 In addition to that, Councilman James

         22  Davis was instrumental in getting several of our

         23  largest toy manufacturers to stop selling toy guns

         24  and was instrumental in this body, and so I proudly

         25  today put forth resolution that we rename part of
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          2  Washington Avenue to James E. Davis Avenue.

          3                 In addition to that, we're going to

          4  be renaming part of Community Board 8 to Ms.

          5  Etheline Dubin, who was a great pioneer within

          6  Community Board 8. She was not afraid to speak out

          7  against injustice or to speak out for change.

          8                 Ms. Dubin fought diligently to

          9  maintain the integrity of District 8 community to

         10  make sure it progress forward.

         11                 I hope all of you will join me today.

         12  Thank you.

         13                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         14  very much.

         15                 Council Member Gentile.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Thank you,

         17  Mr. President.

         18                 I rise to congratulate Council Member

         19  Vann and Councilman -- actually, Councilman Vann

         20  first on his bill, he 94-A, as one who in another

         21  lifetime represented residents of Staten Island.

         22                 I know how frustrated they can be

         23  when it comes to ferry service, so kudos to Council

         24  Member McMahon, and all those who worked to make

         25  this a reality here today.
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          2                 Also, again to Council Member McMahon

          3  and to Councilwoman Quinn, and to all those who have

          4  sheparded these School Nurses' Bill, and what we do

          5  today with the override is that we say that the City

          6  Council understands those hard-working taxpayers who

          7  send their children to non-public schools and their

          8  concerns about their children's safety while they're

          9  at school.

         10                 Maybe the Administration doesn't get

         11  that message, so we get the message. We know that

         12  with this override today.

         13                 Finally, Mr. President, I have 11, 11

         14  street namings on the calendar today. Eight of those

         15  eleven were 9/11 victims, underscoring the fact that

         16  my area of Brooklyn is one of the hardest hit as a

         17  result of the 9/11 terror attack. So, my honor to

         18  all those victims and all those on the street-naming

         19  bill today. Thank you.

         20                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         21  very much, Council Member Gentile.

         22                 Council Member Nelson.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Thank you, Mr.

         24  Chair.

         25                 I wanted to mention the fact that on
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          2  today's agenda, too, we'll be honoring a gentleman

          3  who lived in our community for 70 something years

          4  named Luke the Mook, who was a leader not only in

          5  the Asian community but a leader in the entire

          6  community as a whole, and there are some people here

          7  who just came into the City in the rainy weather

          8  just to be part of this, to hear that mentioned, as

          9  well.

         10                 And also my district we're naming a

         11  lane, will be Heroes of Iraqi Freedom Way. Last

         12  night many of us were here honoring veterans from

         13  all the services and indeed all of the wars by the

         14  nation's history, and now, as we know, we are in the

         15  middle, the midst of a battle in Iraq to ensure

         16  freedom for all, and this will honor all of those

         17  men and women who gave their lives and who were

         18  wounded and who will actually survive this and will

         19  be able to come there and relax with their families.

         20                 So, I'm very happy and proud that

         21  that's going to take place in the 48th Council

         22  District.

         23                 Thank you.

         24                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         25  very much.
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          2                 Seeing no other comments under

          3  Discussion of General Orders, we're going to move on

         17  the streets will be named after him at 88th and West

         18  End Avenue, a very great leader in Afro jazz. He

         19  died at an older age, so I know that in today's

         20  world discussing this street name means that's a

         21  good thing. And also Jerome Robins, one of our great

         22  choreographers, a street right near Lincoln Center

         23  will be named after him where he worked, and I just

         24  hope that as time goes on we'll pass our bill that

         25  would put all of the information about these great
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          2  Americans up on the website so that children and

          3  grandchildren will know who these great people were.

          4                 Thank you, and I vote aye.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Boyland.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: I vote aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Aye on all.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Fidler.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: May I be

         19  briefly excused to explain my vote?

         20                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, you may.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: Thank you.

         22                 I think on Land Use 345, Reso 722,

         23  and 346, Reso 723 are perhaps the first two Land Use

         24  items directly affect parcels in my district since

         25  I've been elected to the Council.
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          2                 These items are going to permit a

          3  property to be sold and rehabilitated, and the

          4  elderly and ill people who live in them to reside in

          5  them for the rest of their natural lives.

          6                 I want to thank the Land Use

          7  Committee for their work on these items, and

          8  Brooklyn Housing and Family Services for their work

          9  on these properties as well. And with that, I vote

         10  aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Foster.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: May I be

         13  excused to explain my vote.

         14                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, you may.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: Thank you.

         16                 As Chair of the Parks and Recreation

         17  Committee I sat through the hearing and I know the

         18  importance of the street name changing and we had

         19  different people testify. But I would like to stand

         20  today because we are renaming one thoroughfare the

         21  African Burial Ground Way, and as you know, back in

         22  the early '90s when they were building the federal

         23  court house they came across these African bones

         24  which were slaves and people that were here,

         25  Africans that were here long before us.
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          2                 Excuse me, can I have a little --

          3  thank you.

          4                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, if

          5  everybody can please silence in the Chambers. Thank

          6  you.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: And, so, it

          8  gives me great pleasure to vote aye on all,

          9  especially on behalf of my ancestors that were

         10  removed in proper fitting and commemoration will

         11  return to their burial grounds. Thank you.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gallagher.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gennaro.

         15                 (No response.)

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gentile.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gerson.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: May I be

         20  excused to briefly explain my vote?

         21                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, you may.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: I join my

         23  colleagues in underscoring the importance of these

         24  co-namings as ways of honoring New Yorkers who

         25  deserve honor and underscoring and perpetuating the
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          2  important history and heritage of our City. In my

          3  district I am proud that we are able to co-name the

          4  street of which Helen Foster spoke African Burial

          5  Way. It is an important part of the history, of

          6  course, of African Americans in our City, and it's

          7  an important part of the history of all of New York.

          8                 We must remember that Lower

          9  Manhattan, this will remind us forever that Lower

         10  Manhattan, where much of our City's and nation's

         11  history began, is also the beginning point, it's

         12  part and parcel, that beginning of African American

         13  history.

         14                 And this should be but a first step

         15  to establishing a significant African American

         16  Heritage Museum in Lower Manhattan to join the other

         17  museums.

         18                 We also are co-naming the street

         19  leading to the South Street Seaport Naval Militia

         20  Way, again to remind New Yorkers of significant

         21  naval and maritime history of our City, and I join

         22  with Council Member Brewer in calling for steps on

         23  and off the web to be taken to convey to all New

         24  Yorkers the significance of these co-namings.

         25                 I vote aye on all.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Thank you. I

          4  vote yes on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gonzalez.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER GONZALEZ: Aye on all.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: May I be

          9  excused to explain my vote?

         10                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, you may.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you.

         12                 I failed to mention when I was

         13  letting my colleagues know about the street namings

         14  up in Inwood that Assembly Member Herman Denny

         15  Farrill, the Assembly Member for that area, him and

         16  his special assistant Eileen Sweeney, who was here,

         17  were responsible in sheparding this particular

         18  legislation with respect to Mr. John Burnside.

         19                 And, so, I wanted to acknowledge that

         20  and also to acknowledge my special assistant Pat

         21  McCullough, who is a great asset to me and my friend

         22  Michael Hughes from Inwood.

         23                 Also, Mr. Chair, I rise to give

         24  credit to two individuals, and I'll read it and then

         25  you'll know what I'm talking about.
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          2                 Mr. Herbert Irving, Comprehensive

          3  Cancer Center at New York Presbyterian Hospital,

          4  provides state-of-the-art care for patients with

          5  various types of cancer, as well as supporting

          6  community programs, such as providing free

          7  mammograms for the uninsured women.

          8                 Florence and Herbert Irving began

          9  making major gifts totalling $87.4 million to

         10  research and patient care at Columbia Presbyterian

         11  Medical Center in the early 1980s, enabling the

         12  renovation of the Irving Center for Clinical

         13  Research to force their multi-disciplinary research

         14  on human disease.

         15                 So, 165th Street to 168th Street on

         16  Fort Washington Avenue, is being named the Irving

         17  Cancer Center Way, and on behalf of my colleague and

         18  myself, Miguel Martinez, we so honor them and we

         19  look forward to renaming that. Thank you.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: James.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Aye.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jennings.

         23                 (No response.)

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Katz.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Aye.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Liu.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lopez.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: I request

         14  leave, Mr. Chairman, to explain my vote?

         15                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: So ordered.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: I would like

         17  to speak briefly on the School Nurse Bill which we

         18  override with the veto today.

         19                 I think that in so doing we send a

         20  powerful message that this Council is about

         21  protecting the health of all children in the City of

         22  New York.

         23                 And a child's health is not a luxury

         24  or a special privilege and a necessity and a right

         25  to be shared equally by all of those in the City of
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          2  New York. This veto is about priorities, the health

          3  and welfare of all children is our priority. The

          4  Mayor's last-minute attempt to restore some funding

          5  is welcome. At least he gets it. Our concern is that

          6  the philosophy of the Department of Health is

          7  against this initiative and is therefore necessary

          8  to pass this legislation, and we therefore vote, and

          9  I cast my vote in favor of this veto.

         10                 I just want to again thank Council

         11  Member Quinn and her staff Jeremy Hoffer, for her

         12  leadership on this, Mr. Speaker, your leadership for

         13  all the children in the City of New York.

         14                 And to go back on the ferry bill for

         15  a moment, I wanted to thank Mitchell Schwartz and

         16  Roberto Ragone, who worked so hard on Council Member

         17  Liu's committee, and Council Member Gioia's

         18  Committee as well. And I would be remiss if I didn't

         19  mention Mr. Bonavito and his father-in-law and Chief

         20  L are all ferry riders who every day would say to

         21  me, Councilman, what are you doing about that ferry?

         22                 So, we're here for all of the people

         23  of the City of New York, and I proudly, proudly

         24  today vote aye on all.

         17                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Yes, you may.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: I want to speak

         19  today on the override of the nurses' bill. This

         20  bill, this override day, is critical. The attack on

         21  school health began in 2002 when Commissioner

         22  Frieden removed, without any public comment, or

         23  notification to the Council, the money in the budget

         24  for non-public school nurses.

         25                 But then the attack on our school
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          2  health services continued when this past spring

          3  again, with no public notification, Mayor Bloomberg

          4  attempted to eliminate and remove all the summer

          5  schools from public, all the nurses from summer

          6  public schools.

          7                 We need this more to make sure that

          8  every budget round that does not include an attack

          9  on the health of school children.

         10                 The Commissioner himself has said

         11  even if we gave him the money back, he wouldn't

         12  spend it. It is critical we pass this veto override

         13  and make sure we've drawn a line in the sand to

         14  protect school children's health.

         15                 I want to applaud the commitment and

         16  leadership of Council Member McMahon on this issue.

         17  I also want to thank the Speaker for his hard work

         18  on it. And many of my colleagues have demonstrated

         19  tremendous leadership, the members of the Health

         20  Committee, also I want to particularly thank Council

         21  Member Avella, Oddo, Vallone, Weprin, Felder and

         22  Council Member Gioia, who helped us in an

         23  investigation that led towards the passage of this

         24  legislation and hopefully the veto override today, I

         25  said it before but I'll say it again, we pass, gives
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          2  the children of New York City a terrific holiday

          3  gift today by making sure their health is protected

          4  in our public and non-public schools.

          5                 I vote aye on all.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Recchia.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER RECCHIA: Aye on all.

         19  my vote?

         20                 I'd like to be recorded in the

         21  affirmative on all the votes. And also, if I may be

         22  included in voting in the affirmative on the

         23  preconsiderd matter M-381 in reference to the

         24  individuals who have lost their lives fighting in

         25  the National Guard. And the last individual also did
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          2  a lot of work in my district, served in that Fire

          3  Department, as well as that precinct, so please

          4  record me in the affirmative.

          5                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: So ordered.

         13  nurses in non-public schools as special privileges.

         14                 So, probably it shouldn't be all that

         15  amazing to us with a mindset like that, that we had

         16  to enact a piece of legislation to get this

         17  fairness, and probably it shouldn't be amazing to us

         18  with a mindset like that that it's taking a Council

         19  override.

         20                 I would just like to commend my

         21  colleagues, Chairwoman Quinn, Council Member McMahon

         22  and Lanza, of course the Speaker. But I really would

         23  like to thank the many parents and principals and

         24  teachers from Staten Island who formed an army and

         25  kept us energized in this battle. This was a
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          2  Citywide issue, it is a Citywide issue, and as I

          3  said ad nauseam Staten Island has been the epicenter

          4  for some reason. And in the audience, Barbara

          5  Bartledini, who was the President of the Catholic

          6  School PTA, is up in the audience, and I just wanted

          7  to particularly commend to her on behalf of Council

          8  Members McMahon and Lanza, for a fantastic job. I

          9  vote aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA:  I vote aye on

         12  all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Speaker Mr. Miller.

         14                 SPEAKER MILLER:  Aye.

         15                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         16  very much, ladies and gentlemen.

         17                 All items on today's General Order

         18  Calendar were adopted by a vote of 46 in the

         19  affirmative, zero in the negative and zero

         20  abstentions.

         21                 We have a revision on preconsidered

         22  M-381, was adopted by a vote of 47 in the

         23  affirmative, and zero in the negative.

         24                 Introduction and Reading of the

         25  Bills.
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          2                 SPEAKER MILLER: All items are

          3  referred to the Committee as indicated on the

          4  schedule.

          5                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Discussion of

          6  Resolutions.

          7                 Council Member Comrie? No.

          8                 Okay, Council Member Martinez.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Thank you,

         10  Mr. Deputy, Mr. Majority Leader.

         11                 I rise to speak on behalf of

         12  Resolution 240, a resolution that for me is a

         13  resolution that deals with human rights and justice.

         14                 Many undocumented immigrants in the

         15  City of New York, when faced to having to go to the

         16  Criminal Justice System, either for a violation or

         17  for a serious crime, sometimes have to pay twice for

         18  crimes that were committed before.

         19                 Currently, many families are

         20  separated due to deportation. Many individuals are

         21  not warned that when taking a plea of guilty may

         22  result in a deportation process. Many families are

         23  divided. Many have to pay twice for a crime that

         24  they already paid their time and their dues, and

         25  we're asking the State of New York --
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          2                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

          3  member, time.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: We're asking

          5  the State of New York for legislation that will give

          6  warning to individuals, that if they take a plea,

          7  they may be subject to deportation.

          8                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

          9  very much, Council member.

         10                 Seeing no others, we will now move on

         11  to the vote of the Resolution 240-A.

         12                 All in favor say aye.

         13                 All opposed say nay?

         14                 Any abstentions?

         15                 The ayes have it.

         16                 It's adopted.

         17                 Resolution 596-A. All in favor say

         18  aye.

         19                 All opposed say nay.

         20                 Any abstentions.

         21                 The ayes have it.

         22                 It is adopted.

         23                 General Discussion.

         24                 Council Member Jackson.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you,
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          2  Mr. Chair.

          3                 One of the resolutions that was

          4  passed was concerning the CFE litigation. As all of

          5  you know, the special panel recommended a total of

          6  $14.9 billion on behalf of the children of New York

          7  City. 5.63 in operating money, and 9.3 in capital

          8  money.

          9                 I think by passing this resolution,

         10  we're sending a clear message to Governor Pataki,

         11  Senator Bruno, and our Speaker Shelly Silver, that

         12  this Council wants our money and we want it now.

         13  We've waited too long. Millions of school children

         14  have been irreparably harmed. Damage that cannot be

         15  undone by money. New York State has the largest

         16  inmate population in the country, and majority of

         17  those inmates in state prisons are from New York

         18  City, and a majority of those inmates do not have a

         19  high school education.

         20                 I say to all of you, please reach out

         21  to your member of the State Assembly, your member of

         22  the State Senate, and let them know that we cannot

         23  wait any longer. Our children have waited for

         24  decades and we want the money now.

         25                 In fact, I have said, if they fail to
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          2  act, lock all 213 of them up in jail, and throw away

          3  the key until they come up with a solution. And I'll

          4  bet you they'll find a solution real quick. Where

          5  there's a will, there's a way. And if they can't do

          6  it, step aside and allow me or anyone else to do it.

          7  And I encourage all of you to contact your State

          8  Assembly Member and your State Senator and Governor

          9  Pataki.

         10                 Thank you.

         11                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

         12  very much, Council member.

         13                 Next we have Speaker Miller.

         14                 SPEAKER MILLER: If I could ask all of

         15  my colleagues to rise, please?

         16                 Council Member Jim Gennaro lost his

         17  father this past weekend, and I wanted to ask all of

         18  my colleagues to join with me in a moment of silence

         19  in memory of Mr. Gennaro, and to express on behalf

         20  of all of you that our thoughts and our prayers are

         21  with him and his family and I would like to, when we

         22  adjourn, we're not adjourning yet, but when we

         23  adjourn this meeting, adjourn the meeting in memory

         24  of Jim's father.

         25                 (Moment of Silence Observed.)
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          2                 SPEAKER MILLER: Thank you.

          3                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you.

          4                 Councilwoman Foster.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: Thank you.

          6                 Briefly I just want to take this

          7  time, December 7th, 1941 was the bombing of Pearl

          8  Harbor, and as we look at what's happening today,

          9  and as we honor the -- can I have your attention,

         10  please. I'll be brief if you be quiet.

         11                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: If we could

         12  have silence within the Chamber, I would appreciate

         13  it. Take all other conversations outside into the

         14  rotunda. Thank you.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: Thank you very

         16  much.

         17                 We honor the firefighter who died in

         18  Iraq, and as we come upon Hanukkah and Christmas,

         19  the birth of Christ, and coming of Romadan, I ask

         20  all of us to remember men and women in Iraq who are

         21  fighting and dying.

         22                 Today I just got word that someone I

         23  grew up with and who has known me all my life is

         24  fighting for his life in a hospital in Germany

         25  because he was shot in Iraq. So, it touches all of
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          2  us, and as we go home, and we spend time with our

          3  families, remember that there are those that are not

          4  with their families, and I ask you to keep them in

          5  your prayers.

          6                 Thank you.

          7                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

          8  very much, Councilwoman.

          9                 Next we have Council Member Nelson.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Thank you.

         11  Thank you, Mr. Public, Acting Public Advocate. I

         12  want to draw my colleagues' attention to Intro. 511,

         13  which would amend the Administrative Code to provide

         14  signage requiring lower speeds and other

         15  pedestrian-friendly actions within one block of a

         16  Naturally Occurring Retirement Community we know as

         17  NORCs, and senior centers.

         18                 New York senior citizens have and

         19  continue to serve the City well. They're our

         20  parents, our grandparents, and our veterans, since

         21  we're on the topic, now in their golden years they

         22  need the support of the City to keep them safe.

         23                 Lowering the speed of traffic, as

         24  well as other pedestrian-friendly steps near NORCs

         25  and senior centers will create safer conditions for

          2  seniors. We owe it to the generation who raised us

          3  to keep them safe. So, my colleagues, remember, it's

          4  Intro. 511, to sign onto.

          5                 And I would also like to speak to

          6  Pearl Harbor Day, that Helen did bring up.

          7                 We revere their memories and it does

          8  remind us of what our men and women are going

          9  through in Iraq and it does serve to remind us that

         10  being unprepared for war, is not a good thing and we

         11  should never let our guard down.

         12                 And I want to thank the Speaker who

         13  when I was missing in action the last meeting,

         14  because I had a little injury, that he mentioned it

         15  happened to be my birthday that day when I was lying

         16  on my back looking at the ceiling watching Channel

         17  74 and seeing what my colleagues are up to.

         18                 So, I thank all of my colleagues for

         19  their good wishes. Thank you, Mr. Acting Chair.

         20                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

         21  Member Barron.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you, Mr.

         23  Chair.

         24                 I just want to rise to encourage my

         25  colleagues to support Resolution 705 and that is
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          2  calling for Governor Pataki to grant clemency to

          3  Sharon Richardson.

          4                 Sharon Richardson has been a victim

          5  of domestic violence. All of those who are concerned

          6  about domestic violence need to pay attention to

          7  this case.

          8                 She was convicted of conspiracy in

          9  the killing of her mate. She had nothing to do with

         10  it. She wasn't convicted for any actual killing.

         11  Those who did kill her mate are free now, out after

         12  seven years. She is still in prison for 14 years.

         13  Sharon claims her innocence. She was brutalized,

         14  terrorized, by domestic violence, so was her

         15  children, and now she's sitting in a cell for 14

         16  years. She was given 20 years to life. Those who

         17  actually killed her mate are walking around free

         18  now.

         19                 It is time for Governor Pataki to

         20  grant clemency to Sharon Richardson. She's been a

         21  model inmate. She'll be a productive member of her

         22  society. She has her case before the parole, the

         23  clemency board now. This will be a great Christmas

         24  present for her family, her grandchildren.

         25                 Sharon Richardson must be freed, and
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          2  this Council can lead the charge in that by signing

          3  onto this resolution.

          4                 Thank you, Mr. Chair.

          5                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

          6  very much. Council Member Weprin.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Thank you, Mr.

          8  Chair.

          9                 I rise to recall the memory of one of

         10  my constituents, the late Matthew Jay Troy, Jr., who

         11  passed away this past weekend at the age of 75 years

         12  of age.

         13                 Matty Troy represented my district in

         14  the City Council from 1964 to 1976, and also served

         15  as Chair of the Finance Committee at the same time.

         16                 He served as democratic county leader

         17  in Queens County from 1971 to '74, and he was

         18  forever outspoken, quit witted and always able to

         19  laugh at himself.

         20                 I am constantly running into

         21  constituents who tell me that Matty Troy did this to

         22  them or that to them. He will be greatly missed and

         23  I extend my condolences to his wife Delores and his

         24  eight children.

         25                 I also rise in support of Intro. 511,
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          2  whose prime sponsor is Mike Nelson. I'm proud to be

          3  a co-sponsor of that bill, and it provides signage

          4  requiring lower speeds and other pedestrian-friendly

          5  actions when drivers are within one block of a

          6  Naturally Occurring Retirement Community.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

          9  very much.

         10                 Council Member Comrie.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Thank you. I

         12  rise today to talk about Resolution 706, which calls

         13  on the New York State Legislature to vest New York

         14  City's Department of Health and Mental Hygiene with

         15  the authority to inspect and enforce regulations

         16  which govern the operations of live slaughter

         17  houses.

         18                 We have a situation in our City

         19  specifically in my community and other communities

         20  where live slaughter houses are given a permit to

         21  operate by the State Department of Agriculture and

         22  Markets, without deference to zoning regulations,

         23  without having to go through the building permits

         24  and et cetera.

         25                 These results are disastrous.
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          2                 Most of these facilities are located

          3  in close proximity to residential areas and housing

          4  houses of worship. Pending legislation in the State

          5  could correct this.

          6                 There have been numerous complaints

          7  regarding these facilities in terms of inhumane

          8  conditions, unsanitary situations, and obnoxious

          9  odors.

         10                 The New York State Department of

         11  Agriculture and Markets has never closed down a live

         12  slaughter house despite public health and nuisance

         13  concerns and failed inspections. Granting the City's

         14  Department of Health and Mental Health the power to

         15  regulate and inspect, would thereby give us a more

         16  potent weapon with which to protect the public and

         17  the quality of life of New Yorkers by ensuring the

         18  slaughter houses do not violate health and sanitary

         19  laws.

         20                 We're not opposed to slaughter houses

         21  per se, but they need to be properly regulated, and

         22  inspected.

         23                 I urge my members to support

         24  Resolution 706. I also urge them to contact their

         25  state representatives so that the State can finally
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          2  put that bill together, so that we can make sure

          3  that these slaughter houses which are becoming a

          4  plague in our neighborhoods, because they have no

          5  respect for the surrounding areas, to be put under

          6  City regulations.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Thank you

          9  very much.

         10                 Councilwoman Brewer.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER: I'm just here

         12  to talk about technology. On January 10th we are

         13  going to be in Brooklyn talking about broadband and

         14  the opportunity for more connectivity in the Borough

         15  of Brooklyn, Kings County. But in addition, before

         16  that December 9th, they're having a hearing on the

         17  ways in which we can work with the Administration,

         18  they can work with us to be more, come forward with

         19  more information about what exactly the technology

         20  telecommunications plans are and giving us reports

         21  on a regular basis.

         22                 And then finally we're going to have

         23  a hearing on NYC TV, something that I think we're

         24  all familiar with, and I would very much appreciate

         25  your input as to what you think of the programming.
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          2                 Thank you very much.

          3                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

          4  Member Monserrate.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: I will

          6  reiterate, as my colleague Helen Foster reiterated,

          7  today is actually the anniversary of Pearl Harbor.

          8                 I want to thank the members of this

          9  body who took the picture downstairs in the rotunda,

         10  which we will be sending to Iraq, and I would like

         11  to remind my colleagues to please sign that

         12  oversized card wishing them the best. Our prayers

         13  are with them and to also remember that many, many

         14  soldiers, Marines and sailors abroad will not be

         15  spending this holiday season with their loved ones.

         16                 Thank you very much.

         17                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

         18  Member James.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: I urge my

         20  colleagues to sign onto Reso 707, which again is a

         21  resolution calling upon the Assembly to support

         22  Assemblyman Gottfried's bill as it relates to the

         23  eminent domain statute.

         24                 The eminent domain statute in the

         25  State of New York, as most of you know, was created
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          2  to basically revitalize urban centers in the City of

          3  New York.

          4                 Unfortunately, eminent domain has

          5  been abused, not only in this City but throughout

          6  the nation. Eminent domain is now being used to

          7  transfer property from one private owner to another

          8  private developer.

          9                 Eminent domain, unfortunately, is

         10  being used for economic development for private

         11  purposes, not for public purposes, which was not the

         12  intent of the law.

         13                 Currently the statute in the State of

         14  New York requires limited input by the public and

         15  limited notice to land owners. We are asking that

         16  this piece of legislation be passed in the Assembly

         17  so that it will require that any eminent domain

         18  proceedings be subject to the ULURP process, the

         19  Uniform Land Review Procedure Act that the City

         20  Council can have a role in approving or disapproving

         21  any eminent domain proceeding.

         22                 And, again, I support the freedom of

         23  Sharon Richardson. I support the petition of

         24  Councilman Barron. I ask that the Governor grant

         25  clemency to Sharon Richardson this Christmas, and I
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          2  again want to applaud the efforts of Councilman

          3  Jackson in his Campaign for Fiscal Equity in seeking

          4  more additional funds for schools in New York City.

          5                 Thank you.

          6                 MAJORITY LEADER RIVERA: Council

          7  Member Perkins.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you

          9  very much.

         10                 I just want to take a brief moment to

         11  first acknowledge my colleague Alan Gerson for

         12  supporting my bill to create African Burial Ground

         13  Way, an area that is actually in his district, and

         14  by protocol is his bill to propose however he

         15  allowed me to propose it on behalf of the fact that

         16  this is a very significant part of the African

         17  history.

         18                 The African American diaspore sees

         19  this as an important place that recognizes for once

         20  and without any doubt that we had slavery in this

         21  City.

         22                 And in fact, for some of us it is a

         23  recognition of why there needs to be further

         24  discussion about reparations, because there you find

         25  folks who work, who slave to build this City and are
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          2  not paid. And if there is anyone that deserves to be

          3  paid, it is those who are there on that particular

          4  piece of earth.

          5                 So, it is a reminder for us in this

          6  institution, for us in this City, that we in New

          7  York have a legacy of slavery. It's something that

          8  we should not ignore. It's something that I

          9  understand will be put on exhibition with the New

         10  York Historical Society, and it's something that I

         11  believe should be a part of the curriculum of our

         12  children in our public schools.

         13                 It's a very, very significant part of
