Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend Section 14-103 of the Administrative Code of the City of New

York entitled ADetective Bureau@ to establish percentages for the number of detectives within the department and for each of the grades of detectives. The number of members of the force detailed to service in the detective bureau shall be at least

fifteen percent of the total force. At least ten percent of the members detailed to service in the detective bureau

shall be designated as detectives of the first grade and at least twenty-five percent of the members detailed to service in

the detective bureau shall be designated as detectives of the second grade.  

Effective Date:  This legislation would take effect immediately upon its enactment.

Impact on Revenues: There will be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures: Despite the language of the legislation that requires this law to take effect immediately, it is understood and agreed upon by the advocates of this legislation, that the implementation of this legislation occur over a three year period. As detailed below this fiscal note assumes that the implementation will occur equally over the three year period. One-third of the required promotions ( 174 promotions from second grade to first grade and 528 promotions

from third grade to second grade) would occur in each of Fiscal 2002, Fiscal 2003, and Fiscal 2004 at an 

annual cost of $5.0 million. Because each subsequent fiscal year reflects the promotions from the previous

year, the annual fiscal costs are $5.0 million for fiscal year 2002, $10,000,000 for fiscal 2003 and for fiscal

year 2004 and future years the cost would be $15,000,000.
