SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 979 would require an agency or office designated by the Mayor to report annually for five years information regarding shelter food consumption. Such designated agency or office would be required to report the percentage of food consumption at shelters relative to the amount of food served, and recommendations on providing shelter food in a more cost-effective way. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: Immediately, provided that this legislation would expire and be repealed upon the submission of the fifth annual report required.
