TITLE:
AN ACT to authorize the city of New York to discontinue the use as park land of a portion of a park strip in the borough of the Bronx which is not needed for park purposes and to transfer such land to the metropolitan transportation authority for purposes related to the reconstruction of the coliseum bus depot in exchange for the transfer and dedication as park land of a greater amount of land of an equal or greater fair market value.
BACKGROUND:
This legislation would authorize the City of New York to discontinue the use as park land a portion of a park strip (name of park) in the borough of the Bronx and transfer such land to the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) for the reconstruction of the Coliseum Bus Depot.  The discontinuance of the parkland will be conditioned on the MTA surrendering to the City of New York for dedication as parkland a parcel of land owned by the City of New York and under the jurisdiction of the MTA. 

According to the Mayor’s Memorandum in Support, this transfer of park land would facilitate the construction of a new bus depot for the maintenance and storage of alternative fuel buses.  According to the Memorandum, the park land at issue is not readily accessible to the public and would accommodate additional parking associated with the construction of the new bus depot.
