A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to restricting the use of non-tobacco shisha in restaurants.

The proposed legislation would require that any restaurant which permits the use of non-tobacco shisha to restrict its use to a section of the restaurant that is no greater than 5 percent of the restaurant’s seating capacity. The bill would also require such locations to post signs warning customers of the adverse health effects of using non-tobacco shisha products in devices lit with charcoal.

90 days after its enactment into law, provided that the commissioner shall promulgate any rules necessary for implementing and carrying out the provisions of this local law prior to such effective date.
