A Local Law to amend the New York city charter and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to penalties for violating certain park rules.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill amends the New York City Charter by changing the penalty for all Parks rules from misdemeanors to violations. Further, the bill reduces the maximum civil penalty for park violations from $10,000 to $200.  The bill also adds a list of Parks prohibitions to the Administrative Code that are punishable by  misdemeanor.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

Immediately after it becomes law.
