A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York police department to issue quarterly use of force encounter reports 

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill will require the NYPD to report on the basis of any encounter between an officer and civilian that resulted in a use of force on a quarterly basis. The Department would be required to report all uses of force disaggregated by the conduct, offense or reason that formed the basis for the initial approach by an officer.
