Application submitted by NYC Health + Hospitals, pursuant to Section 7385(6) of the Health and Hospitals Corporation Enabling Act, for approval of a 49-year ground lease, with two 25- year renewal options, to Mott Haven-Port Morris Community Land Stewards, Inc. of a three story building with approximately 22,750 square foot of floor area occupying approximately 10,000 square feet of land. The property, known as the Lincoln Recovery Center, was previously used by NYC Health + Hospitals for outpatient substance abuse programs, but has not been used since 2013. The property is located at 349 East 140th Street (Block 2303, Lot 58). The building will be renovated for use as a flexible, multi-generational community center that accommodates a broad-spectrum of neighborhood uses and needs; including health and wellness-oriented programs and events, Borough of the Bronx, Community District 1, Council District 8.
INTENT 
To approve a ground lease by the NYC Health + Hospitals of a three-story building with approximately 22,750 square feet of interior space and approximately 10,000 square feet of existing parcel land. The property will be renovated to be used as a flexible, multi-generational community center that accommodates a broad-spectrum of neighborhood uses and needs, including health and wellness-oriented programs and events
