         15  talk about infant mortality, and all of the other

         16  ills within our City, I would hope that a document,

         17  that we would put pen to paper, and have the Yankees

         18  to sign on and those who are historians of the

         19  Yankees's history of even hiring black players, they

         20  were at the bottom of doing that, when everybody

         21  else, even Brooklyn and everyone hired black players

         22  -- that's what I said -- and to say that the

         23  Yankees were almost a decade late, right just above

         24  the Boston Red Sox.

         25                 So, I would hope, and I think Mr.
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          2  Steinbrenner understands, that again goodwill has

          3  never gotten us anyplace. The constitution had to be

          4  written and amended for the rights, civil rights,

          5  voters' rights.

          6                 So, therefore, I am saying that I

          7  would hope that when we do this, that the Yankees

          8  will come to the table, the Jets have set the

          9  blueprint, the Yankees can rise above that and do

         10  the right thing.

          6  whatever is necessary to ensure that the MWBE

          7  template that has already been introduced is adopted

          8  by anyone that's doing construction in the City, by

          9  anyone that's doing entrepreneurisms in this City,

         11  how we do business in this City.
