SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 804 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to create the Child Care Opioid Antagonist Program to help prevent opioid overdoses at childcare centers. The program would permit an owner or employee of a child care center to request one opioid antagonist kit for every child that is registered at the center, and one kit for every owner and employee of the center, at one time, free of charge, for administration to individuals on premises experiencing an opioid overdose. The Commissioner would also be required to offer free training and other resources to owners and employees of childcare centers on the administration of opioid antagonists. In addition, the Commissioner would be required to report annually to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council on the number of opioid antagonist kits provided by DOHMH to childcare programs and the number of opioid antagonist trainings offered by the Commissioner to childcare programs.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that, in the first year, DOHMH would require $4.4 million for the implementation of this legislation of which, $3,896,666 is for one-time Other Than Personnel Services (OTPS) costs for opioid antagonist kits required under this legislation and $500,000 is for Personal Services (PS) costs for the hiring of three pharmacy technicians and two community coordinators. OMB’s estimate of $12.2 million differs from the Councils’ estimate, as it assumes   100 percent take up rate for the approximately 33,000 staff and 400,000 children covered under this legislation in the first year, for an estimated cost of $11,690,000. However, OMB’s estimates align with the Council’s estimate for PS costs.
