Justification:
City agencies rely on mail to send official notices relating to fines, fees, hearings, deadlines, and more.  This results in missed notifications and a delay in notifications getting to their intended recipients.  Delays can result in increasing fines and delayed correction timelines. This legislation will require city agencies to send official notices via e-mail to ensure that individuals promptly receive official notices and can respond in a timely manner.
