	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating a child fatality review advisory team.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would create an interagency group to collect and analyze information regarding child fatalities in New York City and develop recommendations, based on such analysis, regarding ways to decrease the incidence of preventable child fatalities and injuries, and promote cooperation and coordination between agencies providing services relating to the health of children.  This team shall consist of the commissioner, or their designee, of the following agencies: Administration for Children’s Services; the Police Department; the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner; and the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH).  The team shall also include, if required by applicable law, the commissioner, or his or her designee, of the New York State Office of Children and Family Services.  The Chancellor of the Department of Education, or his or her designee, may become a member at the discretion of the Chancellor.  The Mayor and the Speaker of the City Council shall each appoint a maximum of two additional individuals, including at least one pediatrician and at least one person who advocates on child-related issues, provided none of these individuals hold any other public office, employment or trust.  The Public Advocate shall appoint one member to the team, provided this individual not hold any other public office, employment or trust.  All members of the advisory team shall serve without compensation and the advisory team shall meet at least four times a year.  The DOHMH Commissioner shall serve as the chair of the team.  The advisory team shall prepare an annual report that will include the number of child fatality cases which occurred in New York City during the previous year; statistics regarding the causes of child fatalities, including specific non-identifying data, such as gender, age, race, religion, and ethnicity; and the location of child fatalities by borough.  This annual report shall also include recommendations on improvement of services delivered in the event of such fatalities and recommendations on reducing the future number of child fatalities.  This report shall be submitted to the mayor and the speaker of the City Council.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect ninety days after its enactment into law and shall be deemed repealed on January 30, 2012.
