	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to awnings

	Sponsors:

	Summary of Legislation:  The proposed legislation would grant a six-month moratorium from the effective date of this local law on the imposition of fines for awnings that either have no permit, contain unauthorized commercial copy or improper lettering height, except in circumstances where public safety would be compromised. This action is necessary to allow property owners an opportunity to comply with the law and to allow the Council the necessary time to investigate whether the current law remains relevant and proper.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately upon its enactment into law.

	Impact on Revenues:  There would be minimal impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Department of Buildings has issued compliance violations, which require shop owners to remove within 35 days awnings that violate the law. Most shop owners comply before a second violation is issued. However, of the 1,962 outdoor “signs on display” structures without a permit and of the 722 “prohibited signs” on awnings, summonses issued as of April 2003 are estimated to average $86 and $99 respectively.
