SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. 1150-A would require the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to develop a comprehensive stormwater plan that recommends capacities at which the stormwater system should be able to convey rainfall across New York City. This bill would also require such plan to identify projects or policies necessary to achieve such capacities and to reduce stormwater flooding. Additionally, this bill requires DEP to develop and maintain a dashboard that indicates the status of the comprehensive stormwater plan and of any projects recommended by the plan.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council anticipates that resources will be needed to implement this legislation; however, the overall cost will depend on the final recommended levels of service and the geographic areas covered. Additionally, the development of the technical progress report will likely require a significant amount of staff time, but those staffing needs will vary based on the scope of services and the specific projects included in the report. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
