	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the reporting requirements for the division of AIDS services or its functional or legal equivalent.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend the administrative code in relation to the reporting requirements for the Department of Social Services/Human Resources Administration’s HIV/AIDS Services Administration (HASA).  The purpose of the proposed legislation is ensuring the collection and reporting of information regarding the time it takes applicants to get access to benefits (i.e. Medicaid, Food Stamps and Public Assistance), intensive case management and adequate, medically appropriate housing. This information is critical in determining the Department’s compliance with local mandates regarding services and benefits for people with clinical/symptomatic HIV/AIDS.  More specifically, the proposed legislation would require quarterly reporting regarding applications, eligibility determinations, timing service delivery and benefit provision, disaggregated by type of benefit. This legislation also requires reporting specific data on case closings, administrative hearings, staffing levels and various emergency and non-emergency housing statistics.
