Title: An act to amend the vehicle and traffic law and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the number of intersections at which traffic control signal photo-monitoring devices may be installed and reporting upon the use of a traffic-control signal photo-monitoring system and to amend chapter 746 of the laws of 1988, amending the vehicle and traffic law, the general municipal law and the public officers law, relating to the civil liability of vehicle owners for traffic control signal violations, in relation to the effectiveness thereof; and to amend local law number 46 of the city of New York for the year 1989, amending the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to civil liability of vehicle owners for traffic control signal violations, in relation to the effectiveness thereof.

Mayor’s Message

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend the vehicle and traffic law and the administrative code of the city of New York by increasing, from 50 to 75, the number of intersections where traffic control signal photo-monitoring devices may be installed and operated, and by extending the demonstration program until December 1, 2008. This legislation also provides that one-third of the revenues derived from the program be dedicated to public safety initiatives subject to the appropriation authority of the local legislative body.

Effective Date: This legislation would take effect immediately upon its enactment.

Impact on Revenues:  When this legislation is fully implemented adding 25 additional cameras (anticipated to be December 2004), the additional 7 months of revenue in Fiscal 2005 will be approximately $4.1 million.  The additional revenue in Fiscal 2006 is anticipated to be $6.3 million and takes into account lower issuance based on increased public awareness of the program and camera locations.

Impact on Expenditures:  Costs to implement this legislation include both operating costs and the purchase of 25 new cameras as well as new terminals and equipment to operate the cameras.  The total capital cost is approximately $4 million.  The annual operating costs of this legislation are approximately $2.9 million.  These costs include contracts for the operation of the cameras as well as personal service costs associated with staff to operate the cameras.
