Title:

A Local Law to Amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in Relation to the New York City hazardous substances emergency response law.



Sponsor:
Michels and Freed (by request of the Mayor); also Leffler.

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Sections 24-603, 24-609 and 24-610 of the New York City Environmental Protection Code (Title 24 of the Administrative Code).  The proposed local law would expand the definition of “release” of a hazardous substance to include the “abandonment of a container or containers” containing a hazardous substance.  The proposed law also would increase the penalties for violating the hazardous substances emergency response law and would create a criminal penalty for certain violations of the emergency response law.
