	Summary of Legislation: Chapter one of title ten of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to add a new section 10-117.3 that: requires owners of commercial and residential buildings to keep their buildings free of graffiti; provides for city-funded graffiti removal services subject to consent by the property owner; outlines procedures by which the City is to provide property owners with notice to remove graffiti, including a description of the city’s graffiti abatement program; empowers the City to remove graffiti if the owner, having been duly noticed, fails to do so; and establishes a fine schedule for owners who fail to remove graffiti within 60 days of notice.     



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 90 days after its enactment.
