Resolution Calling on the Metropolitan Transportation Authority to Exempt Veterans from Tolls Under the Central Business District Tolling Program
SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS
This resolution calls upon the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) to exempt veterans from tolls associated with the Central Business District Tolling Program, commonly known as congestion pricing.
JUSTIFICATION
New York City veterans have served and sacrificed on behalf of the United States, often at significant personal cost. Many veterans continue to face financial burdens associated with housing, transportation, healthcare, employment, and reintegration into civilian life.
Under the Central Business District Tolling Program, drivers entering Manhattan south of 60th Street are charged additional tolls. For veterans who rely on personal vehicles for work, medical appointments, family obligations, or other essential travel, these additional costs may create a substantial financial burden.
Veterans often travel throughout the city to access Veterans Affairs facilities, medical appointments, support programs, and employment opportunities. Given the sacrifices veterans have made in service to the nation, New York should seek ways to ease—not increase—the financial pressures they face.
This resolution urges the MTA to recognize veterans through a targeted exemption from congestion pricing tolls. Such an exemption would represent a meaningful acknowledgment of veterans’ service while helping reduce transportation-related costs for those who have served our country.
