	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring a recycling program for all rechargeable batteries.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Koppell, Yassky, Liu, Nelson, Vann, Dilan, et.al.



	Summary of Legislation: The legislation would prohibit anyone from disposing of rechargeable batteries as solid waste at any time in the city of New York. This legislation would also require that retailers that sell rechargeable batteries to accept used batteries from consumers at any time during normal business hours for proper disposal. Retailers would also be required to conspicuously post signage stating, “It is illegal to dispose of rechargeable batteries in the city of New York as solid waste and City law requires us to accept used rechargeable batteries for return to the manufacturer.”

Any person who violates this legislation would be liable for a civil penalty of $50 for the first offense, $100 for a second offense committed within 12 months of any prior violation and $200 for a third or subsequent offense committed within 12 months of any prior violation. 

Any retailer who violates this legislation would be liable for a civil penalty of $200 for the first offense, $400 for a second offense committed within 12 months of any prior violation, and $500 for a third or subsequent offense committed within 12 months of any prior violation.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect July 1, 2007.
