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TITLE:
AN ACT relating to providing accidental and special accidental death benefits, a line-of-duty award and health insurance coverage to eligible survivors of a certain member of the uniformed force of the New York city fire department who was killed in action while serving in Iraq as a member of the Army National Guard.

BACKGROUND:

Christian Philip Engeldrum, a member of the New York City Fire Department, was killed in action on November 29, 2004, while serving in Iraq as a member of the Army National Guard.  By deeming his death to be sustained in the performance of his duties as a member of the uniformed force of the New York City Fire Department, this legislation would allow his survivors to be eligible for certain benefits as specified by law.  This gesture would also recognize Christian Engeldrum’s service to his country.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would state that Christian Philip Engeldrum shall be deemed to have died on November 29, 2004, as a result of an accident sustained in the performance of his duties as a member of the uniformed force of the New York City Fire Department.  Section 1 would also state that his survivors would be eligible for the special accidental death benefit provided by section 208-f of the General Municipal Law, the accidental death benefit provided by section 13-347 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, the line-of-duty award provided by section 3-401 of such Code, and the health insurance coverage provided by paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of such Code.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately and would be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after November 29, 2004.
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
