	Summary of Legislation: 
This bill would provide a chapter amendment to S6229 for NYC employees where issues raised by the New York Court of Appeals in its decision City of Long Beach V. CSEA (2007 NY Slip Op 3755, NY) were addressed.

This bill would amend Civil Service § 65 by adding a new subdivision 5, which would provide for certain NYC public employers and NYC Department or municipal commission having jurisdiction over such employers to develop a plan to replace, or municipal commission having jurisdiction over such employers to develop a plan to replace, or otherwise substantially reduce the number of, provisional employees who have been employed for periods greater than those set forth in Civil Service Law §65.  This would not, however, afford such persons permanent appointment, nor would such disciplinary procedures preclude removal of employees as the result of the establishment of and appointments from appropriate eligible lists or in accordance with any other provision of law.  Such agreements would apply only during the development, approval and implementation phases of the plan and would not apply under circumstances where the provisions of Civil Service Law § 65(2) apply.
