	Summary of Legislation   This legislation would require that supported scaffolds be erected, dismantled, or maintained only by individuals who have obtained a certificate of completion for a training course authorized as satisfactory by this legislation.  The legislation would also impose liability upon anyone who knowingly allows an untrained worker on these scaffolds, and further allows the Department of Buildings to approve providers of required training of scaffold workers.  The legislation also exempts registered architects and professional engineers from the supported scaffold training requirements if they are using the scaffold only for inspections.
