SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: The New York State Legislature passed a bill (A11241/S8837A) requiring the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) to submit to the state Civil Service Commission for its approval a comprehensive revision of its provisional employee reduction plan. That bill also provided an extension to the City to reduce its number of provisional employees. Proposed Into. No. 1235-A would require DCAS to submit their revised plan to the City Council.
EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect immediately after its enactment into law and is deemed repealed on December 31, 2021.
