TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to penalties for unlicensed plumbing and fire suppression work.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends item 13 of section 28-201.2.1 and subdivision one of section 28-203.1.
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On April 27, 2010, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 68, “A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to penalties for unlicensed plumbing and fire suppression work.”  This bill would amend the Administrative Code to increase penalties for those who perform plumbing or fire suppression work without the required master plumber license or master fire suppression contractor license.  Currently, engaging in any business or occupation without a required license is classified as an immediately hazardous violation.
 Such a license is required to perform plumbing or fire suppression piping work in the City of New York.
 The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings, real estate professionals, plumbers, fire suppression contractors and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 68 

Bill section one would amend item 13 of section 28-201.2.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York (Ad. Code). Such section identifies the various Administrative Code provisions and Building Code infractions that are deemed immediately hazardous.  The bill would increase the fine or civil penalty that can be levied for these types of violations from not less then one thousand dollars to twenty-five thousand dollars for each violation to not less then five thousand dollars for the first offense and not less then ten thousand dollars for each subsequent offense. 
Bill section two amends subdivision one of section 28-203.1 of the Ad. Code to make a violation of section 28-408.1 or 28-410.1 of the Ad. Code a misdemeanor “punishable by a fine of not less then five thousand dollars for the first offense and ten thousand dollars for subsequent offense nor more than twenty-five thousand dollars or by imprisonment of not more than one year or by both such fine and imprisonment.”
Bill section three contains the enactment clause and provides that this local law would take effect 90 days after enactment, and would require the Commissioner of Buildings to promulgate any necessary rules and to take all other steps necessary to implement its provisions prior to the effective date.
