BILL SUMMARY:

The proposed bill would require certain City agencies, when providing services for or relating to a child under seven years of age, to make reasonable efforts to obtain evidence from a parent or legal guardian that such child has received a blood lead screening. If an agency is unable to obtain such evidence, it must: 

· Request additional information from such parent or legal guardian to help the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) determine why such child has not received a blood lead screening; 

· Provide such parent of legal guardian with materials explaining the importance of obtaining blood lead screening for children; and

· Refer them to a physician or health care provider for blood lead screening 
EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after it becomes law.
