No. 139 would require the Department of Social Services (DSS) to provide confirmation notice in hard copy or electronically to applicants of public assistance regarding their benefits interview. The notice would include a confirmation number, the date, time and location of the interview, the phone number from which the interview was conducted if the interview is via telephone, and any other relevant information. 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 90 days after becoming law

DSS has a budget program area dedicated to Information Technology (IT) Services, with a robust expense budget and headcount, for maintenance and upgrades of benefit systems. Additionally, should additional headcount be necessary to implement this legislation, HRA has over 1,500 vacant positions that could be utilized.
