No. 1680-A would require the Office of Long-Term Planning and Sustainability to expand its annual Food System Metrics Report to include additional information regarding:  the number of individuals eligible for the supplemental nutrition assistance program (SNAP) but not enrolled, a list of retailers authorized to accept SNAP or other public benefits, the food insecure population by borough, and measures of dietary consumption and long-term diet-related health outcomes as well as trends in these measures among socioeconomic and racial groups. The information provided pursuant to Proposed Int. No. 1680-A would supplement reports released by the administration annually.

	EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 180 days after it becomes law.
