TITLE: 

To amend the Administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing the enhanced 911 emergency telephone system surcharge.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Administrative Code §11-2323.
BACKGROUND:

Article 6 of the State County Law provides for surcharges to defray the costs of enhanced emergency telephone systems or E911 systems.  Section 303 of the County Law authorizes municipalities throughout the State to adopt, amend and repeal local laws imposing surcharges of up to 35 cents per month on each access line of telephone company customers (landlines) for the purpose of funding the enhanced 911 emergency telephone system serving the municipality.  Pursuant to this authorization, City Administrative Code §11-2321 imposes such a surcharge at the maximum 35 cent level.

State Legislation adopted by the State legislature pursuant to a Council home rule passed on June 20, 2002 (M 218) amends the County Law to allow any city with a population of one million or more to adopt, amend and repeal local laws authorizing an enhanced 911 surcharge not to exceed one dollar per month on each access line of every telephone customer.  

PRECONSIDERED INT. NO. 

This preconsidered int. would amend Administrative Code §11-2321n to increase the City’s monthly surcharge on each access line to one dollar, from the current 35 cent surcharge.  The proposed local law provides that surcharge be added to bills no later than the forty-fifth day after the effective date of the preconsidered Int.

The Preconsidered Int. would take effect immediately.  However, because the State Legislation authorizing the City to increase its surcharge may not have been enacted into law at the time of adoption of the local law, the Preconsidered Int. contains an additional separate effective date provision.  This section states that if the State legislation has not yet become a law prior to the Council’s adoption of the proposed local law, that the local law would take effect upon the enactment of the State legislation into law.  
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
