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          1  ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

          2                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON KOPPELL: Good

          3  morning. I am sitting in for Chairman Gennaro, who

          4  is late, and maybe will get here but I doubt it

          5  because we have a very short agenda.

          6                 We're considering this morning Intro.

          7  No. 110-A. There have been two public hearings with

          8  this proposed law, which deals with increasing

          9  penalties on idling and increasing notice of idling

         10  restrictions and penalties by putting up signs in

         11  various locations in the City.

         12                 There have been some changes to the

         13  bill since the last hearing and Counsel will

         14  describe those, if you would.

         15                 Thank you.

         16                 MS. DeCOSTANZO: New Subdivision B of

         17  the previous version of the legislation requires the

         18  signs include the time restrictions regarding idling

         19  and the maximum penalties.

         20                 The current legislation requires that

         21  signs are posted related to prohibited idling that

         22  include the maximum associated penalty where

         23  practicable.

         24                 Also, the current version requires

         25  that the signs comply with the standards set forth
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          2  in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

          3                 The new subdivision B contained in

          4  the current version requires that signs are posted

          5  upon the effective date of the legislation at a

          6  minimum of five locations in each borough, where two

          7  or more truck routes, whether local or through

          8  routes intersect.

          9                 The previous version of the

         10  legislation requires that signs be posted at at

         11  least ten truck route intersections, and starting

         12  points within each borough no later than six months

         13  after the effective date of the legislation or one

         14  year from its enactment into law.

         15                 New subdivision B of the current

         16  legislation clarifies that a sign shall be posted at

         17  each bus layover area, designated by the

         18  Commissioner of Transportation pursuant to Title 34

         19  of the rules of the City of New York, rather than at

         20  each bus layover point.

         21                 Also, the current legislation

         22  requires that a sign is posted at each multiple use

         23  bus terminal point, that a sign is posted in close

         24  proximity to each school bus depot rather than in

         25  close proximity to the entrance to each school bus
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          2  depot.

          3                 And in the previous version of the

          4  legislation, DOT was required to post signs at

          5  locations for which the City receives multiple

          6  rather than a substantial number of complaints of

          7  idling motor vehicles; and, finally, new subdivision

          8  D was added to the legislation, regarding the fact

          9  that it shall not be a defense that a sign required

         10  by this section was absent at the time of a

         11  violation.

         12                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON KOPPELL: Do we

         13  know whether the DOT will recommend that the bill be

         14  signed?

         15                 MS. DeCOSTANZO: That is my

         16  understanding.

         17                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON KOPPELL: Yes,

         18  that's our understanding.

         19                 Does anyone have any question or

         20  comment on the Committee?

         21                 There's no one to testify today

         22  because we had two hearings, so we'll go right to

         23  the vote.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: DeBlasio.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER DeBLASIO: I vote aye,
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          2  and I ask that my name be added to the bill as a

          3  co-sponsor.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Recchia.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER RECCHIA: Aye.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Serrano.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER SERRANO: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gallagher.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of five in

         13  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         14  abstentions, the item is adopted and the vote will

         15  be held open by request of the chair.

         16                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON KOPPELL: Anybody

         17  have any other business?

         18                 Meeting is adjourned.
