[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would prohibit carriage horses from being worked when the air temperature is 90 degrees Fahrenheit or above, or whenever the air temperature is 80 degrees Fahrenheit or above and the equine heat index is 150 or above. Equine heat index is defined as the sum of the air temperature, in degrees Fahrenheit, and the relative humidity at a particular point in time.
EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 60 days after it becomes law.
