	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would prohibit the sale of any candy products that contain lead.  This legislation would also prohibit the sale of any product containing litargirio, a powdered substance that contains lead and is used as an ingredient in products such as deodorant, foot fungicide, as well as being a treatment for burns and other wounds.  This legislation requires that any person selling such products shall be issued a written warning for the first such violation.  This legislation also mandates that any person who violates this prohibition shall thereafter be liable for a civil penalty not to exceed two hundred and fifty dollars.  Furthermore, this legislation mandates that any person who knowingly violates this prohibition shall be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not more than two hundred and fifty dollars for each violation and /or a prison term of not more than six months, and a civil penalty of not more than two hundred and fifty dollars for each violation.  



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect one hundred and eighty days after it shall have been enacted into law.
