Justification:
New Yorkers increasingly face pricing inconsistencies at the point of sale, particularly when the register price exceeds the advertised or shelf price for basic goods, which erodes consumer trust and disproportionately impacts low-income shoppers. Requiring food retailers to provide discounts when pricing errors occur protects consumers from unexpected overcharges and encourages greater fairness and transparency in retail transactions. Ensuring that shoppers receive the products they expect at the prices they see empowers consumers and strengthens the city’s marketplace integrity.
