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Title:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation workers.

administrative code:
Paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the administrative code as amended by local law number 14 for the year 1998 is amended.

analysis:


This bill would authorize the mayor, in his or her discretion, to provide health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse and children of uniformed correctional and sanitation employees who died on, or after, November 1, 1996, and before February 18, 2000 as a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury, which took place during the course of employment.  This bill is a natural extension of Local Law No 14 of 1998, which provided discretionary health insurance coverage to the survivors of uniformed correctional and sanitation workers who died on or after November 1, 1996 and before January 31, 1998, and reflects the recent line of duty death of a sanitation worker.


Health benefits would be provided to a surviving spouse until he or she dies, and to surviving children until the age of nineteen, or twenty three if they are enrolled full-time in an accredited program of undergraduate education.


Overall, the legislation would allow the City to help ease the financial burdens of the families of corrections and sanitation workers in relation to health insurance costs when they are faced with the unfortunate and untimely death of a spouse or parent killed during the course of employment.


This legislation would take effect immediately upon enactment.
