SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. No. 420-B would require the Parks Department (DPR) to test for lead concentration levels in areas of parks under DPR jurisdiction that contain exposed soil and are used for active play or passive recreation whenever a capital project occurs in such area.  Furthermore, if the test indicates that a bare soil area has a lead level at or above currently 400 parts per million, DPR must cover, replace or otherwise remediate the lead level in the area.

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 120 days after enactment.

[bookmark: _GoBack]LEGISLATIVE HISTORY:  This legislation was introduced to the Council as Intro. No. 420 on February 14, 2018 and was referred to the Committee on Environmental Protection. The legislation was subsequently amended and a joint hearing was held by the Committee on Environmental Protection, the Committee on Health, and the Committee on Housing and Buildings to consider the amended legislation, Proposed Intro. No. 420-A on September 27, 2018. At the conclusion of the hearing the bill was laid over. The legislation was subsequently amended a second time and the most recently amended legislation, Proposed Intro. No. 420-B, will be voted on by the Committee on Environmental Protection at a hearing on January 21, 2019. Upon a successful vote by the Committee on Environmental Protection, Proposed Intro. No. 420-B will be submitted to the full Council for a vote on January 23, 2019. 
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
