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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I'd like to first

          3  thank Council Member Martinez, who allowed his item

          4  to come up from the Subcommittee to the Land Use

          5  Committee, LU No. 410. We're going to pull it up

          6  from the Subcommittee and do it right over here.

          7  This is very timely, I thank you. I know there are a

          8  lot of committee meetings and a lot of things going

          9  on this week, so the fact that we could start it so

         10  soon, I'm very happy. Thanks.

         11                 LU No. 41. Council Member Dilan's

         12  District. C040389 ZMK. It is an application for

         13  housing in his district. This is four two-family

         14  houses in Erik Dilan's district.

         15                 Lu No. 410 is Council Member Arroyo's

         16  district, C050248 HAX. It is a UDAAP for 194

         17  residential units, commercial and community

         18  facilities space to be developed under the mixed

         19  income rental program.

         20                 If I could have everybody's attention

         21  for just a few minutes. This will be an extremely

         22  short meeting.

         23                 There has been extensive negotiations

         24  in that application, and at the speaking part I'd

         25  like Council Member Arroyo to say a few words
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          2  regarding that.

          3                 In Council Member Reyna's district,

          4  LU No. 412. C050259 HAK. It is a UDAAP for 38

          5  low-income residential units to be developed by the

          6  New York State housing trust fund program.

          7                 LU No. 444, in Council Member

          8  Perkins's district. In Council Member Perkins's

          9  district. If the Sergeant-At-Arms can find out

         10  whether Council Member Perkins is in the building

         11  that would be great. He's downstairs.

         12                 C050204 HAM. It is a UDAAP for 53

         13  units of low-income housing.

         14                 LU No. 464 in Council Member James's

         15  district, C040509 ZMK. It is a rezoning in her area.

         16  A zoning map change to establish an existing R6

         17  district, a C2 4 district, an R 6 district to C 1 3.

         18                 Council Member Liu's District.

         19  C0400043 ZMQ. This is for the air rights above

         20  Flushing Bank. Flushing Savings Bank is going to

         21  extend the parking lot, that is an application for

         22  that.

         23                 LU No. 483 has been laid over.

         24  20055450 HAQ. It's a third-party transfer issue in

         25  Council Member Comrie's district.
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          2                 LU No. 451 is a UDAAP in Council

          3  Member Perkins's district. 20055492 HAM.

          4                 I would like to open up for

          5  discussion, Council Member Arroyo.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Thank you,

          7  Madam Chair.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Actually, Council

          9  member, before, Chair Quinn is chairing a meeting,

         10  Council Member Quinn is chairing a meeting in the

         11  other room, so how do you vote?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: I'm sorry, I

         13  just have to go back to the Health Committee. I vote

         14  aye. Thank you.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

         16                 Council Member Arroyo.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Thank you,

         18  Madam Chair.

         19                 I do want to say thank you to

         20  yourself and my colleague, Council Member Martinez

         21  for indulging me with understanding their concerns

         22  around this project and I would like to thank the

         23  staff from HPD for their support in helping us reach

         24  an agreement regarding the homeless component

         25  associated with the project that it be targeted for
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          2  seniors in the community.

          3                 So, I thank you and I support the

          4  project as presented.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: There has been

          6  extensive negotiations between Council Member Arroyo

          7  and the developer on the project. So, just for the

          8  record, to be clear on that, I know that they have

          9  reached an agreement that is good for everybody

         10  including the City.

         11                 Discussion?

         21  Council Member Arroyo for her leadership in ensuring

         22  that in her district the best interests of her

         23  constituents are reflected in this due development

         24  and I also want to thank HPD for taking the time and

         25  listening to the concern of the Council member. And,
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          2  again, that's what it's all about in terms of the

          3  disposition of properties in our perspective

          4  communities ensuring that affordabilities are a

          5  guarantee that the needs of our constituents are

          6  addressed. I want to congratulate Council Member

          7  Arroyo for your leadership and your effort.

          8                 I vote aye on all.
