	Title: A Local Law to amend the New York city charter and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to distributing information on public health insurance options at day care centers.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation amends the New York city charter by adding a new section 1069.1, in relation to the distribution of pamphlet on public health insurance program options in day care centers.  The bill requires each day care center to distribute pamphlets on public health insurance program options provided to it by the department of health and mental hygiene to individuals who appear in person to register a child in such day care center.  Subdivision b of Section 17-183 is amended to ensure that the department provide pamphlets on public health insurance program options to all day care centers in sufficient quantity to enable such day care centers to satisfy the requirements of section 1069.1 of the New York city charter.  

	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect on July 1, 2008.
