	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to renewal applications of certain full-time mobile food vendor permits.

	Sponsors:

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would allow all Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) licensed pushcart food vendors, whose pushcart permit expired on or after May 1, 2004 and before November 1, 2004, and who completed their application for renewal of said license but failed to present their cart for inspection within six months after submitting their application, due to serious medical illness and/or hospitalization, to present their pushcart for inspection by DOHMH within thirty days after the effective date of this local law, provided they submit proof of such serious illness and/or hospitalization.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately and shall be deemed repealed on October 1, 2006.
