	SPONSOR(S): By Council Members Brewer, Louis, and Hanif





SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 89 would require that the Commissioner of the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) identify tree pits located on streets and in landscaped parks and display them on the City's online tree map within three years after the effective date of the bill. DPR would thereafter have to update the map annually no later than November 1 to reflect changes to tree pits and the creation of new tree pits. The map must note whether each tree pit contains a tree, and if a tree pit does not contain a tree, the reason for the disuse of the tree pit.
