Summary of Legislation:  The public administrators of the counties comprising the city of New York shall now receive ninety percent rather than two-thirds of the amount paid to the judges of the surrogate’s court of the counties within the city of New York. 

Effective Date:  This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shall have become a law.

Impact on Revenues: 

There will be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures:
The Surrogate Court judges in the five counties of New York City receive annual compensation of $136,700. Currently, the Public Administrator’s in the five counties of New York receive two-thirds or $91,134 of this amount. This legislation would increase the Public Administrator’s percentage of the Surrogate Court judges salary to ninety percent or $123,030. This in effect would increase each Public Administrator’s annual salary by $31,896 for a total increase of $159,480 for the Fiscal 2004 Expense Budget and the outyears. Since this legislation would take effect 30 days after its enactment or August 10th, The Fiscal 2003 Expense Budget would only be increased by $142,002.
