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          1  STATE AND FEDERAL LEGISLATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Welcome to

          3  today's hearing on the State and Federal Legislation

          4  Committee. We will be voting on a preconsidered

          5  resolution ratifying the memorandum of understanding

          6  between the City and the president of the State

          7  Senate and the Speaker of the State Assembly

          8  regarding the construction, operation and

          9  maintenance of a water filtration facility at the

         10  Mosholu Golf Course in Van Cortland Park in the

         11  Bronx.

         12                 This MOU was entered into pursuant to

         13  Chapter 175 of the laws of 2003 in connection with

         14  the Croton Water Filtration facility, and also

         15  involves funding of certain eligible projects in the

         16  Borough of the Bronx.

         17                 The Committee will also examine a

         18  Preconsidered M, transmitting the M transmitting the

         19  accompanying memorandum of understanding.

         20                 This legislation has a long history.

         21  I summarized for the record as recently as two weeks

         22  ago the Council has held four extensive hearings

         23  concerning the City's proposal to build a filtration

         24  plant since May of 2003.

         25                 The Council has heard considerable
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          2  amounts of testimony from community groups, labor

          3  unions and the Administration. I believe this MOU

          4  reflects the extensive consideration given to

          5  various aspects of this project, including

          6  examination of proposed alternative sites, cost of

          7  the proposed project, environmental impact and a

          8  variety of proposed mitigation efforts, job creation

          9  and the impact of the project on the local community

         10  and the New York City broadly. This is a

         11  highly-charged issue without easy solutions, and I

         12  ask that everyone present respect the difficult

         13  decisions involved.

         14                 Before we proceed with the vote, I

         15  would like to ask my colleagues if they would like

         16  to make any opening remarks.

         17                 Seeing none, I will call a vote on

         18  the issue in front of us today.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: I vote aye.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Fidler.
