	Title: A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to the improper placement of stickers.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Brewer, Avella, Comrie, Fidler, Gentile, Gerson, Gioia, Jackson, McMahon, Nelson, Provenzano, Quinn, Seabrook, Weprin, Moskowitz, Felder and Gennaro.



	Summary of Legislation  The proposed local law would amend section 10-117 of the Administrative Code to make it illegal to affix, attach or place by whatever means a sticker or decal of any type on a public or private building or structure. The person who violates the amendment shall be liable for a civil penalty of not more than $500 for each violation and responsible for the cost of removal of the unauthorized stickers or decals. Each sticker or decal affixed, attached or placed by whatever means in violation of this amendment shall be deemed to be a subject of a separate violation for which a civil penalty shall be imposed. 

There shall be a rebuttable presumption that the person whose name, telephone number, or other identifying information which appears on any sticker or decal has violated this amendment. Also any person placing a sticker or decal or who directs or permits someone else to engage in such activity has violated this amendment. In addition, when an answering service telephone number is the only identifying information on the illegally placed sticker or decal, a rebuttable presumption will exist that holds the answering service liable for a violation of this amendment. 

This amendment would also allow the Commissioner of the Department of Sanitation to subpoena official telephone records for the purpose of determining the identity and location of the person or entity responsible for illegal stickers or decals.
